RESOLUTION #2019-03 

A RESOLUTION FOR SEVERE STORM DISASTER DECLARATION FOR LYMAN COUNTY

WHEREAS, said storm caused extensive flood damage to roads, culverts, agriculture, residences, business and threatened the safety of residents within Lyman County; and,

WHEREAS, said storm damage will require extensive salvage and repair to infrastructure and properties in the County;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Lyman County Board of Commissioners declare Lyman County a Severe Storm Disaster area and request the Honorable Governor Kristi Noem to declare Lyman County a Severe Storm Disaster area.

BROSZ ENGINEERING:

Highway Supt. Walt Nagel, Eric Prunty and Bruce Wilsey from Brosz Engineering met with the Commissioners to give an update on the Co. Rd. 14 and bridge project. Currently all preliminary work is continuing as expected and is on schedule for a September bid letting. They are currently researching a new federal regulation that could impact this project. Prunty & Wilsey left the meeting.  
GOLF COURSE:

Angela Ehlers and Casey Griffith, board members of the Medicine Creek Golf Course Board, met with the commissioners to discuss a potential bridge project to address safety concerns of golf carts being on the County Rd 15. After the recent flood from Memorial weekend, the golf course suffered damages that need more immediate attention and they are unable to move forward with a bridge project at this time. They asked the commissioners about the possibility of more signage indicating golf carts on the road, and they will pull out some trees that currently block sight lines and put up stop signs at all of their crossings. Ehlers & Griffith left the meeting.

RAILROAD:
Dick and Alex Huff met with the commissioners to discuss the current state of the railroad tracks under the current lease operator, Dakota Southern Railroad. They stated there have been numerous instances where Dakota Southern has not complied with Federal law. They request that the commissioners oppose the State sale of the track at this time and recommend that the MRC terminate its lease with Dakota Southern Railroad to find a more reputable operator. Commissioner Zane Reis is Lyman Counties representative on the MRC Rail Authority Board. He will gather further information at the next MRC meeting scheduled for June 20th. Huffs left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed roads and bridges damaged during the Memorial Day flooding. They are still working to assess complete extent of damage and to prioritize the areas hardest hit. The bridges with ends washed out are top priority to get traffic moving again. Approximately 5 roads across the county are still have water crossing the roads and Nagel will look into a pump system to move water in the places where there is somewhere for the water to go. Several culverts that were washed out are also being prioritized. Nagel presented an option to possibly line some of the larger culverts with a coating that will extend their life, avoiding replacement at this time. He will get price estimates.
