CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to approve the following June 2019 report. All voting aye.
CLERK OF COURTS: $11,775.80 less $7,545.85 forwarded to Lyman School District, $10.63 to Chamberlain School District and $41.02 to Winner School District for fine money. 
BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to approve a building permits for Loren Shoop to build a 34’x48’ garage. All voting aye.

TOWNSHIP & ABSTRACTORS BOND:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the following bonds: Misti Chester – Vivian Township Treasurer and BankWest Title Company – Abstractors Company. All voting aye. 
BUDGET REQUESTS:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to approve budget requests as presented. All voting aye.
RELIANCE FIRE DEPT. BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

At 9:15 a.m., as advertised, motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to approve a budget supplement for Reliance Fire Dept. All voting aye. Insufficient funds were appropriated in the 2019 Reliance Fire Department Budget, therefore the additional amount of $40,000.00 will be taken from the Reliance Fire Departments accumulated cash balance.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel, Lela Briggs and Randy Vevig present. The bill from Cody Hoffman was discussed. Supt. Nagel advised that he did not request Hoffman to pump County Rd 8, and the tractor and pump were sitting on private property in a field also pumping water from the field, therefore he does not believe the county should be responsible to pay the bill. After discussion, motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to deny payment of $14,000 to Cody Hoffman. Roll call vote: Lengkeek-aye, Reuer-aye, Reis-aye, Schelske-nay, Huffman-aye. Motion carried. 

The Briggs bridge was discussed. A metal culvert can be used at the most reasonable price and can then be turned over to the organized township. Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to purchase culvert and get competitive quotes on installing it. All voting aye. Also discussed was a road between Pratt and Hilmoe township that a citizen wants built up. As an organized township, Pratt will need to give approval. River Rd and a deep culvert on County Rd 2 were also discussed. 
AUTO-BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve Auditor Halverson to supplement the Sheriff’s Travel budget by $12,017.81 from insurance proceeds in January. All voting aye.
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented a condition for the previous approved DENR Permit for a new campground in Oacoma, a revised Phosphorus-Based Nutrient Management Plan approved by DENR and a Permit Application Review for a proposed hog confinement facility that is still requiring more information. A request came in from Missouri Sedimentation Action Coalition for the county to contribute $1,000 annually in membership dues toward the MSAC’s ongoing efforts. Motion by Schelske to add $1,000 to the budget requests for Missouri Sedimentation Action Coalition. Motion failed due to lack of a second.
