HOPSPITAL PAYMENT REQUEST:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to deny hospital request for payment 2019-22 due to lack of information. All voting aye.

BUDGET REQUESTS:

Auditor Halverson presented the 2020 Budget Requests for review by the commissioners. Will be addressed at next meeting.
BROSZ ENGINEERING:

Eric Prunty of Brosz Engineering and Highway Supt. Walt Nagel met with the commissioners to give an update to the Co. Rd. 14 Road and Bridge Project. After reviewing information, motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve the option for a 2-span bridge. All voting aye. Prunty left the meeting.
HOLLAWAY CONSTRUCTION:

Brian Olson, Hollaway Construction, and Lela Briggs present. Olson discussed possible options to replace the Briggs Bridge including a concrete culvert, metal culverts, or a driveway bridge. The road is part of the Vivian Twp. system but the current bridge is the counties responsibility. That would change if it is replaced by a culvert. The township will be contacted and price quotes will be researched for all possible options before any decision is made. Olson and Briggs left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed his meeting with FEMA and ongoing projects related to recent storms. River Road will need to be moved and FEMA will most likely not cover that cost. River Road and Bison Road are waiting on land surveys to move forward with easements and relocations. The Garnos Bridge is in need of repairs, it will be checked against current priorities and looked into. Nagel will also be meeting with State EM regarding other reimbursable spots from storms. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Schelske to purchase another 20,000 ton of gravel from the Burtz Pit. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
RAILROAD LOAN:

Dick & Alex Huff met with the commissioners to thank Commissioner Reis for voting against the recent MRC decision to loan Dakota Southern Railroad $3 million to fix its tracks. The largest concern is that the MRC, and ultimately the counties involved, could be on the hook for repayment of the loan should Dakota Southern default. Huffs left the meeting.
HBR LEVY:

Supt. Nagel came back to the meeting to discuss finances and the possible need for a Highway and Bridge Reserve Levy. After much discussion on current cash balances and work that needs to be done, it is the general consensus to hold off on a levy at this time and readdress it next year after it can be determined what actual costs for storm repairs are and if there will be any reimbursements from state or federal entities.
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented an approved DENR Permit for a new campground in Oacoma and also information on emergency management exercises that will take place later this month.
