Other items discussed included the Waterhole bridge, the IRR Agreement, Bull Creek Road in Black Dog Twp, a bad culvert on County Road 7, a bridge in Iona Twp. and a grader that has a bad motor. Auditor Halverson also discussed that due to all the damage and waiting on more information from FEMA for possible reimbursement, a budget supplement will be needed for Road & Bridge to get through the year. A supplement will happen in September after publication.
