AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & ROD FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to approve the following July 2019 reports. All voting aye.

Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve a building permit for Marvin & Janice Christensen to put a trailer home at 33512 264th St, Iona. All voting aye.

HUNTING PRESERVE RENEWAL:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to renew Snake Den Lodge LLC Hunting Preserve Alcoholic Beverage License for 2019-2020.  All voting aye.
DEPUTY AUDITOR:
Auditor Halverson stated that Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin has completed her 6-month probationary period. Halverson would also like Houchin to take on more roles and become the official County Human Resources Director and take on such specific duties as updating the employee policy manual and unifying the hiring process across departments. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to change Kalli Houchin’s title to Deputy Auditor/Human Resources Director and add $1,000 to her yearly salary, making her new monthly salary $2,583.33. All voting aye. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel stated that Part-Time worker Jonathon Schaefer is interested in filling the Full-Time job that was previously advertised but not filled. Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to move Jonathon Schaefer to Full-Time Highway Maintenance Worker with a probationary salary of $2,755, with his probationary period starting on his original date of hire, and giving an added time allowance to March 1, 2020, for him to complete his CDL due to the heavy workload currently on the department. All voting aye. 

Supt. Nagel also discussed attending the pre-construction meeting for the Hog Confinement facility by Reliance, the archeological study is being finished for the relocation of Bison Rd, a bridge on a closed road, and BIA roads that the county maintains but does not fix. Further quotes were received for putting in an oval culvert west of Vivian and the low quote came from Kennebec Telephone Co. Quotes were also received to fix a culvert on County Road 2 that is currently closed due to damage. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to declare an emergency and hire RC England & Sons to replace the culvert. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel left the meeting. 
RELIANCE FIRE DEPARTMENT:
Donnie McManus and Shane Reis from the Reliance Fire Department met with the board to discuss the possibility of the County co-signing a Rural Electric Economic Development Loan from West Central Electric to the Reliance Fire Department to help pay for the new addition currently in the works. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the following resolution. Roll call vote: Huffman-aye, Lengkeek-aye, Reuer-aye, Reis-abstained. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2019-4

WHEREAS; The Reliance Fire Department is in the process of acquiring a Rural Electric Economic Development loan from West Central Electric Coop; and 
WHEREAS; Rural Electric Economic Development loans require a co-signature by a governmental entity; and

WHEREAS; Lyman County levies tax dollars that are split between five fire departments in Lyman County, of which Reliance Fire Department is one; and
WHEREAS; the total budgeted amount by the county for each fire department is more than a possible loan payment would be;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Lyman County Commissioners agree to co-sign a 10-year, 1% Rural Electric Economic Development loan with the understanding that should the Reliance Fire Department default on a payment, Lyman County will use Reliance Fire Department money held by the county to make the payment, making Lyman County cash neutral.
