Declaration of Adoption of the National Incident Management System

WHEREAS, at the request of the President, the Department of Homeland Security has developed the National Incident Management System (NIMS) for the purpose of unifying and coordinating all emergency responders’ efforts during disasters; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Homeland Security has directed all Federal, State, Territorial, Tribal, and local entities involved in emergency response to adopt NIMS; and

WHEREAS, the Governor of the State of South Dakota has similarly endorsed NIMS by proclaiming it the official basis for management of incident response in South Dakota; and

WHEREAS, the NIMS will enable responders at all levels to work together more effectively and efficiently to manage domestic incidents no matter what the cause, size or complexity, including catastrophic acts of terrorism and natural disaster; and

WHEREAS, Lyman County Emergency Management currently uses the Incident Command System (ICS) as referred to in NIMS; and

WHEREAS, Lyman County Emergency Management recognizes the need for a single Incident Management System to be used by all local agencies and disciplines;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, that Lyman County Emergency Management adopts the National Incident Management System. That this system will be used at all incidents and drills, taught in all local training courses, and reflected in all emergency mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery plans and programs.

COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE UPDATE:
Highway Supt. Walt Nagel present. Eric Prunty and Ron Gillen of Brosz Engineering gave an update to the project that encompasses a bridge replacement and improvements to County Rd 14. The final engineering plans have not been completed per the timeline laid out in contract and no formal extensions have been requested. Gillen apologized for the delays in the project and stated they will do their best to get the project back on track with a potential bid letting of the bridge to be held in November. Prunty gave an update on the road engineering and stated they will work to get landowner easements before the next meeting and will hope to have a better update by October 8th. Prunty & Gillen left the meeting.

ROAD CONCERN:

David Millard and Jeff Jessop were present to discuss a dirt road in Sioux Township (unorganized) that is impassible due to water and the need to get cattle and crops out this fall. Hwy Supt. Nagel will meet with the landowners at the sight to discuss options to proceed. Millard and Jessop left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel presented 4th quarter fuel quotes: 1) Hieb Oil Co. – Bid for all shops: #1 Diesel - $2.95, #2 Diesel – $2.62, Gasoline - $2.55; 2) Burke Oil Co. – Bid for all shops: #1 Diesel - $2.93, #2 Diesel - $2.55, Gasoline - $2.80; 3) Patrick Oil Co. – Bid for Presho & Vivian shops only - #1 Diesel - $2.60, #2 Diesel - $2.35. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to accept the quote from Patrick Oil Co. for shops at Presho & Vivian and Burke Oil Co. for shops at Kennebec, Reliance and Iona. All voting aye. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Lengkeek to approve hiring John Goos as full time Highway Maintenance Worker as of October 1, 2019, at a salary of $2,855 monthly, less $100 per month ($2,755) during six-month probationary period. All voting aye. Bison Rd in Sylvia Twp (Unorganized) was discussed. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to declare a public safety emergency and hire Schweigert Construction to re-route the road away from the White River. All voting aye. The SD DOT State Highway Fund Loan Agreement for $2.3 Mil to rebuild the bridge and County Rd 14 was presented. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to authorize Chairman Huffman to sign the loan agreement. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel discussed current projects including hauling gravel, mowing, culvert work, potential options for River Road and a Lyman County/Trip County Bridge that needs repairs. More information on the bridge will come at the next meeting. Supt. Nagel left the meeting.
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented an invitation for the Stanley County Five Year County Highway and Bridge Improvement Transportation Plan, the SD Public Assurance Alliance 2018 Annual Report, and an apology letter from attorney Gina Ruggieri regarding a case that cost the county extra money for jail due to her actions.
