RESOLUTION #2019-05 

A RESOLUTION FOR SEVERE STORM DISASTER DECLARATION FOR LYMAN COUNTY

WHEREAS, a severe storm hit Lyman County, South Dakota, starting August 2, 2019; and,

WHEREAS, said storm caused extensive damage to roads, culverts, structures, agriculture, and threatened the safety of residents within Lyman County; and,

WHEREAS, said storm damage will require extensive salvage and repair to infrastructure in the County;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Lyman County Board of Commissioners declare Lyman County a Severe Storm Disaster area and request the Honorable Governor Kristi Noem to declare Lyman County a Severe Storm Disaster area.

Now that her six months has been completed, motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to move Brittany Langenbau off probation and adjust her monthly salary to $2,500 (Yearly equivalent of $30,000). All voting aye.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

8:55 a.m. Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (1). All voting aye. 

9:15 a.m. Sheriff Manger was present.

9:30 a.m. Chairman Huffman declared the board out of executive session. Sheriff Manger left the meeting.

LAW ENFORCEMENT SALARIES:

Due to the nature of their position and the requirements put upon them, motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to give all Certified Law Enforcement personnel a raise of $2,400 to their annual salary effective September 1, 2019, and change the starting salary of new Sheriff’s Deputies to $37,700 annually. All voting aye. Monthly salaries will be as follows: Steve Manger - $4,375 ($52,500 annual equivalent), Don Jennings - $3,745 ($44,940 annual equivalent), Ryan Bottjen - $3,441.67 ($41,300 annual equivalent), and Michael Massa - $3,141.67 ($37,700 yearly equivalent). 
2020 PROVISIONAL BUDGET HEARING: (Hwy Supt. Nagel Present)
Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to approve the following corrections to the 2020 Provisional Budget. All voting aye. Final adoption of the 2020 budget will be held September 24, 2019 at 9:00 a.m.
Increase Sheriff $10,000.00 = Total $398,006.00; Decrease County Jail $10,000.00 = Total $153,000.00; Decrease General Fund Cash Applied $37.00 = $436,801.00; Increase General Fund Current Property Tax Levy $37.00 = Total $1,333,657; Decrease Road & Bridge Fund Cash Applied $281.00 = Total $329,690.00; Increase Road & Bridge Fund Current Property Tax Levy $281.00 = Total $173,791.00; Decrease Fire Fund Cash Applied $558.00 = Total $885.00; Increase Fire Fund Current Property Tax Levy $558.00 = Total $46,749.00   
GAME, FISH & PARKS:

Mark Ohm, GFP, met with the commissioners to discuss a road that keeps washing out north of Oacoma that leads to a Game Preserve. GFP is willing to purchase materials (culvert(s), rock, etc.) if the labor and machinery can come from the county. It was determined that the road belongs to Oacoma Township, and they will need to approve any work done and take care of costs. Ohm left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

The county received the Agri-Business Grant Agreement for the 80%/20% grant up to $600,000 for County Rd 14. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to authorize Chairman Huffman to sign the agreement with the SD DOT. All voting aye. Fuel quotes were discussed and it was decided to split the county shops into two groups in an attempt to get the most advantageous quotes. Fuel contractors can choose to put a quote in on the shops at Vivian and Presho, the shops at Kennebec, Reliance, and Iona, or on all five shops. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to approve an Occupancy Right of Way request by Golden West Telecommunications to move a cable in a washed-out road. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed getting the snow blower fixed, county signage, gravel hauling and upcoming projects and the constraints within current budget, a possible rock crossing at Volmer’s, and that State Emergency Relief will be down to look at more areas after recent damage in the Iona area. Nagel left the meeting. 
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented VSO information from fiscal year 2018, possible grant options for the road to the hog confinement facility, and upcoming meetings including County Officials Convention and Emergency Management meetings.
