Hale Bottom was extended, FEMA is still in the works for 2 disasters, and he plans to set up a meeting with Tribal Chairman Boyd Gourneau to discuss County/BIA roads. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve Chairman Lengkeek signing the Joint Powers Force Account Agreement with SD State DOT for Emergency Relief monies. All voting aye. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to approve Chairman Lengkeek signing the Right of Way agreement with Presho City at the negotiated rate of $3,000 per acre being acquired along with 7% ($210/acre) for any temporary easements and the Agreement for Voluntary Right of Way Donation for Dakota Mill & Grain. All voting aye.
