EASTER HOLIDAY:

GRANT PROJECT:

Kim Halverson sent in documentation to propose adding three sets of benches and trash cans on cement pads along the Roland L Dolly Memorial Recreational Trail along George Mickelson Shoreline Drive. He plans to apply to the Greater Lyman Foundation to request a grant for the project. As the county put in the recreational trail, motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to have Lyman County sponsor the grant application to Greater Lyman Foundation for concrete pads, benches and trash cans. All voting aye. 
NEW EMPLOYEES:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve Avany Langdeau as Nurse Office Manager with an hourly rate of $14.09 for first six months (probationary period) effective February 11, 2020, and Dylan Seitz as Deputy Sheriff at a monthly salary of $3141.67 less $60.00 a month for 6-month probationary period, effective February 18, 2020. All voting aye. 

COUNTY RD 14 PROJECT UPDATE:

Auditor Halverson gave an update on the road and bridge project east of Presho. Bids have been sent out and are set to opened on March 10, 2020. Halverson also worked with Tobin Morris of Daugherty & Company to request upping the loan amount through SD DOT to leave room for contingency. The county would not have to use the extra amount requested, but funding sources had to be in place for bid letting processes.
HR POLICY:

HR Director Kalli Houchin discussed a policy on Exempt Employees. Commissioners will look into it further and discuss at the next meeting. Houchin left the meeting.

FOREST SERVICE UPDATE:
Dan Svingen, District Ranger, Ryan Cumbow, Engine Captain, Fort Pierre Ranger District, and Brian Daunt, Zone Fire Management Officer, Nebraska National Forests and Grasslands, met with the commissioners to give updates on 2020 projects on the Fort Pierre National Grassland. Approximately 60,000 acres are in Lyman County. Current projects include a parking lot along 234th St, planting trees & shrubs, and sowing native grasses in the 83 Triangle Pasture. Special attention is being paid to the expansion of smooth brome grass and Kentucky bluegrass and efforts are being taken to mitigate the exotic cool-season grasses. Two prescribed burns are also being planned in Lyman County in 2020 contingent on weather. Svingen, Cumbow, and Daunt left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the need to move River Rd and acquiring land ROW to move it to the north. Two commissioners will go speak to the land owner to discuss options. Options for replacing the current Chester Bridge were discussed. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to let bids for a 26 foot, single-cell, pre-cast cement culvert installed at the sight. All voting aye. Bids will be opened March 24, 2020. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to accept Beadle County’s bid from TrueNorth Steel. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
