AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT, ROD & CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reuer to approve the following January 2020 reports. All voting aye.
AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $1,043.75; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $26,870.38; BankWest Checking: $22,520.79; BankWest Savings: $2,785,526.87; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $213,309.58; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $664,410.47 for a total of $3,713,681.84. CHANGE MARCH MEETING DATES:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to move the March meeting dates to March 10th and 24th. All voting aye.
SURPLUS PROPERTY:

Motion by Reuer, second by Schelske to surplus a listing of equipment and supplies no longer of use to the County. All voting aye. The list is on file in the Auditor’s Office.

2020 BOUNDRY FORM:

Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to authorize Chairman Lengkeek to sign the 2020 Initial Boundary Validation Program form declaring no changes to county boundaries. All voting aye.

4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

4-H Youth Advisor Laura Alexander met with the Commission to request a 4-H summer intern. The internship would be from May 26th – August 7th, 53 days with no more than 40 hours per week and will potentially be split with Brule county with each county paying half of the cost. The wage would be $10.50 - $11.75 depending on qualifications. Board consensus was to move forward with the internship. Brule County will discuss at their next meeting. Laura also discussed shooting sports and other programs.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed the Chester Bridge. The TS&L is now done and Nagel will price options for replacement and get specs for bid letting. R. Curtis England & Sons put in a quote to build up 241st St to the Hog Confinement Facility. The quote for dirt work is $25,503.50. With other expenses including gravel and culverts the total project is estimated to be under the $50,000 bid limit. Motion by Schelske, second by Leslie to hire England’s to build up the road. All voting aye. Discussion was held on maintaining private driveways with no changes made at this time. Nagel met with representative from the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe to discuss road agreements. Currently an agreement exists that the county maintains certain roads on the tribal system. Those roads now need more than maintenance. No changes were made at this time. Also discussed was the need for more signage to prepare for flooding and Nagel will price out the difference between renting and buying a pump to remove water from roads.
CULVERT BIDDLETTING:

Two large culverts in the Iona area are in need of repair. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to let bids to fix two culverts (one 48” and approximately 150 ft long, one 60” and approximately 450 ft long) by one of the following methods: Option 1) Fully replace both culverts; Option 2) Replace ends and install a culvert liner; Option 3) Replace ends and fix bottom of pipes utilizing low-flow, partial diversion reparations. All voting aye. Specifications and bid sheets can be obtained from the Lyman County Highway Office and bids will be due by March 9, 2020. 
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE UPDATE:
All utility agreements have been received and certifications were presented by Auditor Halverson. Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to approve the Utility Relocation Agreements with West Central Electric Coop. and Kennebec Telephone. All voting aye. Motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to authorize Chairman Huffman to sign the Right-of-Way Certificate and the Utilities Certificate. All voting aye. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to let bids for Project No. IA 019A (County Rd 14 and Bridge Replacement) contingent upon approval by SD DOT and authorize Chairman Lengkeek to sign the Certification. All voting aye.
HEALTH INSURANCE:

Insurance agent Debbi Ihnen presented the board with plans from Blue Cross and United Health that would be comparable to our current Blue Cross (BCBS) plan that is no longer available. Discussion followed on the differences in policies and company’s and how each could impact the employees and the county. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to accept the BCBS Enhanced Blue 3500 plan, raise the employee GAP deductible from $750 to $1,000, and remove the GAP Emergency Room payment to employees as the new policy has a much lower ER Deductible. All voting aye.

CORRESPONDANCE:

Auditor Halverson presented the 2019 Wildlife Damage Management Annual Report from SD GF&P, a letter from the Center for Rural Affairs pertaining to ordinances governing wind farms, and a KXL Project Schedule regarding upcoming 2020 construction activities for the Keystone XL Pipeline project from TC Energy. All items are on file in the Auditor’s office.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
