A request was received from Capital Area Counseling Service for a support payment (donation). Consensus of the board is to not offer more assistance as the county pays for services rendered. 

CHANGE APRIL MEETING DATES:

Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to move the April meeting dates to April 14th and 28th to coincide with Equalization. All voting aye.
SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to approve the following special event license. Huffman abstained. All others voting aye. 

     Vivian Fire Department. Location: Original Town of Vivian, Block 1, Lots 7-14.

     Type of License: Special One Day Event – June 13, 2020 - Vivian Alumni.

Commissioner Schelske arrived.

CULVERT BIDDLETTING:

Highway Superintendent Walt Nagel was present. At 9:30 am, being the advertised time, three bids were opened for culvert projects in Iona. One bid was received for Option 1) Fully replace both culverts: R C England Construction $176,832.98 (plus cost of culverts); one bid was received for Option 2) Replace ends and install a culvert liner: Infra-Track $220,750 (plus cost of new culvert ends); one bid was received for Option 3) Replace ends and fix bottom of pipes utilizing low-flow, partial diversion reparations: Infra-Track $121,300.00 (plus cost of new culvert ends). Nagel explained that the larger of the two culverts is collapsed in the middle, so options 2 and 3 may not be possible. Commissioners would like to get more information on the smaller culvert before making a decision. Bids were tabled until March 24, 2020.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Motion by Reuer, second by Schelske to approve the Right of Way application for Golden West Telecommunications to install fiberoptic cable in the Reliance area. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed the difference between renting and buying a pump to remove water from roads. Discussion will continue at the next meeting. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to schedule the annual bid letting for April 14, 2020 at 9:30 a.m. All voting aye. The bids must be received in the Auditor’s Office by Thursday, April 9, 2020, at 4:30 p.m. The Highway Supt. and Auditor will open the bids Monday, April 13, 2020, at 10:00 a.m., and the bids will be presented to the Commissioner’s Tuesday, April 14, 2020, at 9:30 a.m. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve hiring Clark Engineering Corporation to conduct the counties biennial bridge inspections. All voting aye. Weed Supt.Walt Nagel then met with the Commission for the purpose of a Weed Meeting. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to recognize and designate puncture vine, bull thistle, musk & plumeless thistle as local noxious weeds to focus on, and authorize Chairman Huffman to sign the request form. All voting aye.
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE BID OPENING:

The following people were present for bid opening: Ron Gillen and Eric Prunty, Brosz Engineering; Toby Morris, Dougherty & Company; Tim Davis, Midland Contracting; Ryan Gustafson, Heavy Constructors; Andy Johnson, A-G-E Corporation; and Bart Banks, Dakota Mill & Grain. Discussion was held on why the bids received came in almost a third or higher than the engineers estimates. Brosz will examine all received bids and make a recommendation at the next regular meeting. Gillen, Prunty, Morris, Davis, Gustafson, Johnson, and Banks left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT (CONTINUED):

Supt. Nagel discussed the first FEMA disaster and issues found with easements for both River Rd and Bison Rd. Board consensus is to remove both projects from the FEMA filing to help expedite the other projects and possible reimbursement. More discussion was held on possible fixes for River Road with no decision made before more review. Nagel also discussed the possibility of hiring temporary summer help. As there is no money in his budget to cover that, no temporary help was approved at this time. Nagel left the meeting.
HR POLICIES:

HR Director Kalli Houchin discussed two policies needing clarification. The first deals with dependent insurance and employee’s ability to find more affordable coverage options through alternate sources. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to not offer dependent coverage for hourly county employees. All voting aye. The second policy is to make a clearer separation between elected and appointed officials. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to require new appointed officials to accumulate vacation and sick leave in the same manner as every other employee, and grandfather in any current appointed official who does not accumulate vacation and sick leave. Roll call vote: Reuer – aye, Reis – aye, Huffman – aye, Schelske – nay, Lengkeek – aye. Motion carried.   
AMERICAN LEGION:

The American Legion Post would like to make changes to the Veteran’s Wall on the second floor of the Courthouse. Commissioners would like to get more information on alternate plans. More discussion will be done at the next meeting.
CORRESPONDANCE:

Auditor Halverson presented a report from DENR regarding permitting issues with the hog confinement facility north of Reliance. Report is on file in the Auditor’s office.
