EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reis to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. Zane Reis signed his oath.

Appeal #1) Janada Ramser, Lot 4 Block 3, South Presho. The Local Board of Equalization (Presho City) deferred action to the county. Based on a verbal discussion of the property, DOE Gran recommended reducing the structure valuation from $2,319 to $850. Ramser is in agreement with such valuation. Appeal #2) Jim A & Eileen K Kotz, South 25’ of Lot 1 and all of lot 2, Block 15, MLC’s 1st Addition to Presho City. The Local Board of Equalization (Presho City) deferred action to the county. Based on a verbal discussion of the property, DOE Gran recommended reducing the structure valuation from $91,414 to $82,534. Kotz are in agreement with this valuation. Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reuer to approve both stipulation agreements as presented. All voting aye. There being no further equalization, motion by Reis, seconded by Huffman to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye.  

HWY/WEED DEPT:

The following fuel quotes were received for May 2020: 1) Hieb Oil Co. – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $1.45, Gasoline – $1.45; 2) Patrick Oil Co. – Bid for Presho & Vivian Shops only: #2 Diesel – $1.35; 3) Burke Oil Co. – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $1.495, Gasoline – $1.495; 4) Agtegra Cooperative – Bid for all shops: #2 Diesel - $1.64, Gasoline - $1.775. Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reuer to accept the low quotes from Patrick Oil Co. for Presho and Vivian and Hieb Oil Co. for Kennebec, Reliance, & Iona Shops. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel presented a map showing culverts that are in more immediate need of replacement. After a lengthy discussion on budgets and projects currently in the works, he was asked to gather cost estimates for each site by the next meeting. Weed Supt.Walt Nagel then met with the Commission for the purpose of a Weed Meeting. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Huffman to authorize Chairman Lengkeek to sign the Letter of Agreement for the SD Weed & Pest Control Grant. All voting aye.
