LICENSE AGREEMENT:
Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to approve a License Agreement with CoreLogic Spatial Solutions, LLC for GIS data. All voting aye. 

TOWNSHIP BONDS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reuer to approve the following township bonds. All voting aye.

Bailey: Heather Burull – Clerk, Sonia Schelske – Treasurer; Oacoma: Ruth Blum – Clerk, Brenda Reis – Treasurer; Rex: Gerald Mohr – Clerk, Adella Mohr – Treasurer.

CHANGE JUNE MEETING DATE:

Motion by Reuer, second by Reis to move the first regular meeting in June to Thursday, June 4th at 8:30 due to the Primary Election on June 2nd. All voting aye.

POOR LIENS:

Shannon Groth, present by phone, discussed poor liens the county holds against her mother’s property. The commissioners will gather more information and make a decision at the next regular meeting.

TREASURER:

County Treasurer Carol Sundall met with the commissioners to discuss 2 properties that she has started the Tax Deed process on for failure to pay taxes. One property owner has asked for an extension to make payments. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to allow a six-month extension to allow for a payment agreement. All voting aye. If taxes are not up-to-date at the end of the extension the Tax Deed process will resume. Sundall then requested that once the courthouse is open to the public that she be allowed to require appointments for renewing Driver’s License in an attempt to control traffic to her office. The commissioners are in consensus to that. Finally, Sundall discussed out of state title transfers and HB1079 that allows counties to charge a fee for processing out-of-state transfers by mail. She will work up a resolution to be presented at a later meeting. Sundall left the meeting. 
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE BID LETTING:

Tobin Morris – Dougherty & Company LLC, Ron Gillen – Brosz Engineering, and Hwy Supt. Walt Nagel were present by phone to discuss bids that were opened on May 5th. Morris presented an outline of the funding that the county has available along with how the loan repayment would work out. At this time, the payments going into the TIF will not cover the yearly loan payment. The county would need to use an estimated $80,000 per year of county funds to cover the shortfall if the county goes ahead with both projects. Further discussion was had on alternate options, including working to get the bridge into the State BIG Grant Program. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to award the road project to the low bidder A-G-E Corporation Contractors and to table the bridge bids until the June 4th meeting. Roll call vote: Huffman – aye, Schelske – aye, Reis – abstain, Reuer – aye, Lengkeek – aye. Motion carried. With the award of the road project, Gillen discussed the Construction Engineering and Preliminary Engineering Amendment contracts. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve a contract with Brosz Engineering for Construction Engineering on County Road 14 Road Project in the amount of $97,160 and approve an amendment to the Preliminary Engineering Contract in the amount of $39,000. All voting aye. Gillen and Morris left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel gave an update on FEMA projects and reimbursement. The county has received money for the first disaster in the amount of $39,375.86. More than half of the paperwork for the second disaster has been submitted and is in review. The rest is nearing completion to be submitted. Nagel estimates payments should be in the neighborhood of $500,000 if everything submitted gets approved as is. Nagel then discussed the Volmer Crossing near Presho. He has been in contact with the Corp of Engineers and will be submitting a 404 permit to change the current flow of the water with the intent to put in a low water crossing and cement over the top to hold everything in place. Other items discussed included current projects, cost of culvert replacements, and the potential to rent a mini excavator from Kennebec Telephone Co to put culverts in ourselves. Nagel left the meeting.
