AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT, ROD & CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reuer to approve the following April 2020 reports. All voting aye.
AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $353.82; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $228,655.41; BankWest Checking: $18,600.86; BankWest Savings: $3,641,056.36; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $214,439.17; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $665,918.81 for a total of $4,769,024.46. 2020 PRIMARY POLLING LOCATIONS & AUDITOR HELP:

Due to the Covid-19 Pandemic, Auditor Halverson is requesting to consolidate polling locations down in an attempt to ease the strain of finding poll workers and to be able to better monitor social distancing and cleaning guidelines. The Commissioners are opposed to this and all 7 Polling Precinct Locations will be open for the Primary Election. Also, due to Deputy Auditor Houchin being out on maternity leave starting the middle of May, motion by Schelske, second by Reis to hire former Auditor Pam Michalek at a rate of $14.50 per hour to work as needed through the election. All voting aye.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:

Emergency Manager Margo Mitchell met with the commissioners to discuss the Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC). A normal LEPC Roster requires representatives from eleven different organizations/groups, and due to the inability to fill such slots Mitchell is requesting the board choose a consolidated LEPC. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to approve an LEPC consisting of the Lyman County Commission (all members), Lyman County Sheriff, Lyman County Emergency Manager, and Lyman County States Attorney. All voting aye. Mitchell left the meeting.
DEPUTY AUDITOR:

Motion by Reuer, second by Reis to change the classification of Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin from Salaried Employee to Full-Time Hourly Employee effective May 1, 2020. Rate of pay and benefits will stay the same, with the exception of no longer being eligible for dependent care through the county. All voting aye. 
WIC CONTRACT:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to authorize Chairman Lengkeek to electronically sign the 2020-2021 WIC Contract with the State of SD. All voting aye.

LONGEVITY POLICY:

The current Longevity Policy addresses Full-Time and Permanent Part-Time employees. Employee Misti Ramser went Permanent Part-Time in May of 2015, then took on a second Permanent Part-Time position with the county in May of 2017, making her essentially a Full-Time employee. In order to clarify her position as to the Longevity Policy, motion by Reis, second by Huffman to pro-rate her second Permanent Part-Time years and pay Ramser a Longevity Bonus of $400 in May 2020, and then the full $500 Longevity Pay at every 5-year period there-after. All voting aye.

LYMAN COUNTY PERSONNEL HANDBOOK:

Deputy Auditor Houchin has completed the updates to the Personnel Handbook. Copies were passed out to commissioners for review and any adjustments will be made along with final passage at the next meeting.
MALT BEVERAGE LICENSE RENEWAL:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to approve the license renewal application by CC&F Retail Inc. (Coffee Cup Fuel Stop #8 Vivian) for Retail (on-off sale) Malt Beverage & SD Farm Wine, Smith Outlot 4 in the NE¼ of 9-105-79. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel met with the commissioners to discuss current projects the county is working on. He discussed two culverts that will need to be replaced soon and he estimates the cost at around $2500 each. Other items discussed included a crossing over Medicine Creek by Presho, gravel, and bridge inspections. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to approve contract with Clark Engineering to do the biennial bridge inspections. All voting aye.  
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE BID OPENING:

Ron Gillen of Brosz Engineering was present for the bid opening. The following people were present by phone: Tim Davis, Midland Contracting; Eric, A-G-E Corporation; Ben, Mainline Contracting; Prahm Construction. HWY/WEED DEPT (Cont.):

Lynn Leichtnam called in to discuss the creek crossing known as Volmer Crossing. Supt. Nagel discussed plans and a possible time frame. Leichtnam was satisfied with the discussion and ended his call. Nagel left the meeting.
CORRESPONDANCE:

Auditor Halverson presented an update from 4-H Supervisor Laura Alexander that outlined possibilities for how 4-H may be running this Spring/Summer. SD DOT has Alternative Transportation Grants available, at this time Lyman County does not have any projects that meet the criteria. 
PANDEMIC RESPONSE:

At this time, Governor Noem would like businesses to start opening back up. Auditor Halverson would like to see the Courthouse doors remain locked to the public until after the Primary Election. CDC Guidelines of self-quarantine are still in place and a spike of Covid-19 cases is expected in the coming weeks. It will be in the best interest of running a smooth election if everyone in the courthouse stays healthy. In-person absentees can still be done by calling the Auditor’s Office ahead of time. The commissioners are in agreement with this assessment and will review opening the courthouse back up to normal activity at the June 4th meeting.
