Motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to approve the following resolution regarding Treasurers admin fees. All voting aye.

Resolution 2020-02

For the Establishment of an Administrative Fee for Certain Title and Registration Services

WHEREAS, South Dakota allows out of state resident and non-resident applicants to title motor vehicles entirely by mail; and

WHEREAS, any title, interstate title and initial registration applications that are processed entirely by mail are more time consuming and result in higher administrative expenses and allocation of staff time for the Treasurer’s Office; and

WHEREAS, SDCL 32-3-18.1 allows counties to charge an administrative fee for applications for title, interstate title and initial registrations completed entirely by mail; and

WHEREAS, South Dakota allows nonresident applications to title large boats, as defined by SDCL 32-3A-2(5) entirely by mail; and

WHEREAS, SDCL 32-3A-21.1 allows counties to charge an administrative fee for application to title large boats, as defined by South Dakota law, completed entirely by mail; and

WHEREAS, SDCL 32-3A-4 requires nonresidents to register boats requiring numbering by the state of South Dakota; and

WHEREAS, initial registration of boats completed entirely by mail is as time consuming as the titling process for large boars or motor vehicles; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to SDCL 7-8-20(7), the Lyman County Commission is empowered with the responsibility to superintend the fiscal concerns of the county and secure their management in the best possible manner;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that as of July 1, 2020, the Lyman County Treasurer’s Office will charge an administrative fee of $25.00 for any title, interstate title or initial registration application that is received and processed entirely by mail.

AMBULANCE APPOINTMENT:

With the recent resignation of Don McManus from the Lyman County Ambulance District, motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to appoint Abby Bacon to the unexpired term of Don McManus on the Lyman County Ambulance District Board of Directors and the Missouri Valley Regional Ambulance District, effective June 1, 2020. All voting aye.

APPROVE PLAT:

Motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to approve A Plat of Lot 8 of L.H. Wolcott’s First Addition, A Subdivision of the East ½ of 11-104-72 W of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota. All voting aye.

4-H INTERN:

Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to approve Randi Grussing as the 4-H Program Summer Intern at a rate of $11.75 per hour. All voting aye. Grussing will be travelling with 4-H Advisor Laura Alexander and working between Lyman and Brule counties.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel was present to discuss ongoing projects. He is working to acquire ROW easements on BIA roads for work around Fort Hale Bottom. He also stated some of the culverts that have been removed have been cleaned and can potentially be spliced and re-used in other areas. Graveling and other culvert projects were discussed. Nagel left the meeting.  
POOR LIENS:

Shannon Groth met with the commissioners to discuss the release of a poor lien. Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to release the lien in the amount of $12,489.55.  Further the commissioners will release the remaining balance of $3,234.00 of the lien, contingent upon the signing of a contract which would require the purchase price of two lots located in Vivian.  The proceeds would be held in Janssen Law trust account and be released to the county at the closing of sale and upon the release of the lien. All voting aye.   
BRIDGE INSPECTIONS:

Steven Myer, Clark Engineering, and Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commissioners to discuss four bridges that were singled out in the most recent bridge inspection as needing immediate attention. Two bridges south of Oacoma, one north of Vivian, and one south of Lyman received extensive damage in the 2019 floods removing the existing berms and exposing pylons. Myer’s recommendations include re-establishing the berm and bringing in larger class rip-rap on three of the four bridges in question, and potentially taking out the fourth as it does not see much service. Myer will return with the full bridge inspection at a later date. The board will address possible fixes at the next meeting. Myer and Nagel left the meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE:

A request for a donation to DakotAbilities was denied. Auditor Halverson presented quotes to clean the courtroom during potential upcoming trials at an estimated cost of $1,000 per day. States Attorney Steve Smith will be taking that under advisement.
