Attorney Steve Smith and Sheriff Steve Manger met with the commissioners to discuss an upcoming trial. Cleaning measurers will need to be in place between jury selection groups. Auditor Halverson will price out professional cleaning companies to handle the two-day trial scheduled for July. Discussion was also held on the status of the courthouse during the pandemic. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to open the courthouse back up to the public starting Monday, June 8th with hand sanitizer and masks available for patrons wishing to use them. Roll call vote: Huffman – aye, Schelske – aye, Reis – aye, Reuer – aye, Lengkeek – nay. Motion carried. Sheriff Manger left the meeting.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

9:25 a.m. Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (3) to discuss legal matters with States Attorney Steve Smith. All voting aye.

10:05 p.m. Chairman Lengkeek declared the board out of executive session. No decisions made. Smith left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed bridge planks. Consensus is to put them up on auction. Cleaning cattle guards, BIA Rt 5, and maintenance priorities were discussed. Nagel also stated the 404 Permit from the Corp of Engineers has been approved for the Volmer Crossing project. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to approve a Right of Way Permit for Golden West Telecommunications to move cable for a culvert repair. All voting aye. The following fuel quotes were received for June: Patrick Oil for Presho & Vivian shops: Diesel - $1.45; Agtegra Coop for all shops: Diesel - $1.49, Gas - $1.505; Hieb Oil Co for all shops: Diesel - $1.55, Gas - $1.90; Burk Oil Co – Received quote late. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to approve Patrick Oil for Presho & Vivian shops and Agtegra Coop for Kennebec, Reliance and Iona shops. All voting aye. 

COUNTY 14 ROAD & BRIDGE PROJECT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Huffman to approve the Agreement Form with A-G-E Corporation Contractors for the road project and require no retainer be held since a Performance Bond has been executed. Roll call vote: Huffman – aye, Schelske – aye, Reis – abstain, Reuer – aye, Lengkeek – aye. Motion carried. Due to revenue shortfalls and loan repayment schedule calculations, motion by Reis, second by Reuer to reject all bids for the Bridge project and postpone the project until it qualifies for grant funding. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
COUNTY HEALTH NURSE:

County Health Nurse Mary Jo Garnos met with the commissioners to give a quarterly update. Due to the pandemic her office has been running much differently and doing most processes/recertifications by phone. Numbers have also increased quite substantially due to the virus. Garnos is also helping other regional offices at the moment as nurses have been pulled away to work specifically on Covid-19 related activities. Garnos will continue to operate her office according to Department of Health regulations for the foreseeable future. Garnos left the meeting.
