Motion by Reuer, second by Schelske to approve the following building permits: 1) Karlen Ranch to build two grain bins at SE ¼ of SE ¼ of 20-106-72; 2) Hal Werner to build a 30x56 steel building at 25396 337th Ave, Oacoma SD; 3) Jason Pullman to build a 48x56 storage building on Lot 8 of L.H. Wolcotts First Addition in 11-104-72; 4) Mary Jo & Cooper Garnos to build a garage at 24174 Ringneck Ridge, Presho SD. All voting aye
SEPTEMBER MEETING DATES:
Motion by Reuer, second by Reis to move the September meetings dates to the 8th and 22nd due to County Convention. All voting aye.
TC ENERGY:

Trevor Jones of TC Energy, Sheriff Steve Manger and EM Margo Mitchell were present. Jones introduced himself as the new Government and Community Relations Advisor for TC Energy and informed the board that he would be there contact for all things related to the Keystone XL Pipeline that will have 11 miles in the south west corner of Lyman County. Jones, Manger and Mitchell left the meeting.

TAX DEED:

Treasurer Carol Sundall met with the commissioners regarding a tax payer that she has started the tax deed process on who would like an extension to pay taxes. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to allow six months for real estate taxes to be paid in full, and if not paid in full the county will take tax deed on the property. All voting aye. Motion carried. Sundall left the meeting.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:

Emergency Manager Margo Mitchell met with the commissioners to discuss the Local Emergency Management Performance Grant (LEMPG). The county has participated in the grant program with the State of SD for many years, which helps pay for a small portion of Mitchell’s salary. The requirements to obtain the grant funding have become very stringent in recent years and the duties put upon the EM to qualify are becoming increasingly difficult to keep up with and taking up more time that could be better spent on other tasks. Mitchell requested the county not participate in the program for the next year. A motion was made by Huffman to not participate in the LEMPG for fiscal year 2020. Motion died due to lack of a second. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to table the decision until the next meeting when budget will be discussed in its entirety. Roll call vote: Lengkeek – nay, Reuer – yea, Schelske – yea, Reis – yea, Huffman – yea. Motion carried. Mitchell left the meeting. 
BRIDGE INSPECTIONS:

Steven Myer of Clark Engineering and Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel met with the commission to discuss bridges in poor condition that should be considered as projects for the county’s five-year plan that will be put together next month. Of the counties 43 bridges, four are listed in poor condition, eight are listed in fair condition, and 31 are listed as in good condition. The four poorest bridges, along with a bridge just east of Presho that is still listed as good condition but is deteriorating at a much faster rate than others due to an uptick in traffic will be placed on the counties five-year plan with hopes of keeping up with bridges as the deteriorate. Myer left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

The following fuel quotes were received for September: Patrick Oil for Presho & Vivian shops: Diesel - $1.65; Agtegra Coop for all shops: Diesel - $1.59, Gas - $2.025. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to approve Agtegra Cooperative for all shops. All voting aye. Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel then discussed his budget and ongoing projects including culverts that have developed holes, pulling shoulders, the lakebed created on County Road 17 that the state plans to place evener culverts in, and that work has started on replacing the Chester Bridge with a concrete culvert. Nagel left the meeting.  
PROVISIONAL BUDGET:

Ongoing budget discussions continued. Questions were asked about the wheel tax along with options for a road and bridge levy. The budget hearing has been set for September 8th at 9:30 a.m.
