CLERK OF COURT FEES:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Schelske to approve the following report. All voting aye
CLERK OF COURTS (Dec): $3,051.16 less $1,785.77 forwarded to Lyman School District, $10.29 to Chamberlain School District and $10.29 to Winner School District for fine money.
MOBILE HOME ABATEMENTS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Kraus to approve abatements for mobile homes paid in 2020 in the total amount of $420.79. All voting aye.

JAIL CONTRACTS:

Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve a Jail Contract for 2021 with Brule County Jail at a rate of $60/day. All voting aye.
SD WILDLAND FIRE:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Kraus to appoint Sheriff Steve Manger as the South Dakota Department of Agriculture Wildland Fire Division designee for the duration of his current term. All voting aye.
DOG DISCUSSION:
Carla Harris and Sheriff Steve Manger were present. Harris brought up a complaint with neighboring dogs in the country. Manger discussed state laws that would pertain to this situation and stated the county would need to enact further regulations if deemed necessary. The Commission consensus to enforce current state laws and take no action on the county level at this point. Harris and Manger left the meeting. 
COUNTY NURSE:
County Nurse Mary Jo Garnos met with the commissioners to give a quarterly update. She provided information on where the county stands with the new Covid-19 vaccine and how the pandemic is still affecting the County with WIC numbers being down. The office is still continuing to work mostly through the phone and doing their best to schedule appointments with their clients. Due to the pandemic, she was not able to provide a flu clinic for the schools, but was still happy with the turnout of students that have received their flu shots. Garnos left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented the 2020 Highway Department Annual Report for review. He also talked about trading in their current skid steer loader for a newer one. Motion by Kraus, seconded by Huffman to purchase a new skid steer loader on trade in with a quote from Butler using a Sourcewell bid with the new machine list price of $61,380.49 less $27,900.00 for the trade in value of the current machine, costing the county $33,480.49 in total. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed places that he plans on graveling this year along with culverts that will need to be replaced.
Schelske left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT CONT.:
The Commissioners asked Nagel for a priority list along with dollar amounts for the culverts. Purchasing options of a Packer Roller and Retriever were tabled until the next meeting. Motion by Kraus, seconded by Huffman to surplus the following equipment: 1988 Chevy pickup with sprayer, 2001 Chevy pickup, 2009 Chevy pickup, 2012 John Deere mower, 2012 Cat Skid Steer, bridge material, I-beams, 4 sign trailers, 300-gallon spray tank, and 110 5 HP power sprayer to be sold at auction; used tires, used culverts, used signs, Magna Force Air Compressor, and a laser to be destroyed. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

4-H Youth Advisor Laura Alexander met with the commissioners to give an update on the Lyman County 4-H program. She discussed the difficulties the program faced this year due to the pandemic and plans to update the commissioners on a quarterly basis. She also gave an update on some of the activities going on in the program along with shooting sports. Motion by Kraus, seconded by Huffman to approve the 2021 Memorandum of Understanding with SDSU Extension for her services. All voting aye. Alexander left the meeting.
