HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission and discussed vehicles he would like to purchase this year including pickups, a track skid steer, a roller and retriever. After a long discussion on the merits and worth of used versus new pickups, motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to allow Nagel to purchase two new single cab pickups at a price of $26,534 each, one crew cab pickup at a price of $29,577, all from Riverview Chevrolet Buick, and surplus two current pickups upon delivery of the new ones. All voting aye. Nagel also informed the board that Bob Bak has a current stockpile of gravel at the Burtz Pit south of Presho. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to purchase $25,000 worth of gravel at the Burtz Pit at $7 per ton. All voting aye. Other items discussed included a motor grader that was sent off for repairs, trees causing snow drifts on roads, and that the crew is currently checking culverts.
