HOLIDAY ADMINISTRATIVE LEAVE:

Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve administrative leave for county employees on November 26th. All voting aye.

WIND/SOLAR ENERGY:

A request was made to the commissioners about sending out a letter in support of wind and/or solar energy projects on USFS land. As there are currently no transmission lines in the area capable of sending power out, the board does not feel any action needs to be taken at this time.
2022 ALCOHOL LICENSES:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to approve the following 2022 Alcoholic Beverage License Applications. All voting aye.

Retail (on-sale) Liquor: Chamberlain Country Club, Medicine Creek Golf Course, Big Prairie Hunts & Coffee Cup Fuel Stop #8 Vivian. Package (off-sale) Liquor: Coffee Cup Fuel Stop #8 Vivian. Retail Wine: Coffee Cup Fuel Stop #8 Vivian.

RESCUE TRUCK:
Ryan Husman, Presho Fire Chief, met with the commissioners to discuss the possibility of carrying over unused Rescue Truck budget money so that it can be accumulated with the intent to purchase a new rescue truck within the next five years. The commissioners then discussed the difference between budgeted money and assigned capital outlay projects. Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to assign $10,000 per year for five years for a new rescue truck. All voting aye. Husman left the meeting.
GRAVEL CRUSHING BIDS – DEJONG PIT

Supt. Nagel was present for the bid opening. Six bids were received for crushing gravel (60,000 ton more or less) at the DeJong Pit. 1) Eastman Inc. - $3.10 per ton 2) First Rate Excavate Inc. - $3.25 per ton 3) Morris, Inc. - $3.25 per ton 4) Bob Bak Construction - $4.19 per ton 5) North Star Construction, Inc. - $4.20 per ton 6) Western Construction Inc. - $4.25 per ton. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to accept the low bid of Eastman Inc. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed extended warranty on a motor grader. The cost for a 2-year extended warranty for transmission and drive train only is $15,000. Board consensus is to save the money for possible repairs and not purchase the warranty. Nagel also presented a quote on 2022 pickups saying that are at least six months out if not longer. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve the purchase of two 2022 pickups from Riverview Chevrolet at a price of $31,292 each to be paid on delivery in 2022. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed current projects including the Haul Road Agreement on a road by Fort Hale Bottom that has not been brought back to original condition. The LB Sioux Tribe will be looking into have the contractor fix it.

COUNTY ROAD 14:

Ron Gillen, Kyle Kurth, and Matt Elgert with Brosz Engineering met with the board to discuss the County Road 14 project. Gillen discussed the application to the Bureau of Reclamation regarding easement area that they will be sharing with the county. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to approve the Application for Transportation, Utility Systems, Telecommunications and Facilities on Federal Lands and Property. All voting aye. Kurth then discussed a punch list of items that need to be addressed now the project is nearing completion. Some fencing posts will need to placed lower in the ground, the sight needs to be cleaned up of excess materials, and the gravel where the road top meets the shoulder needs to be adjusted for a more gradual slope. Brosz will work with the contractor to remedy these issues. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve Pay Request #8 in the amount of $60,954.04. All voting aye. Gillen, Kurth, Elgert and Nagel left the meeting. 
COMMISSIONER DISTRICTS:

Cody Russell and Chris Skunk met with the commissioners to ask that the board replace the existing at-large election system with one in which candidates are elected to the county board district-by-district. They presented information that explained how the districts would create a more equitable representation of all county residents. The board is waiting on complete 2020 census data and will look into the matter over the course of the next month. Russell and Skunk left the meeting. 
Commissioner Reis left the meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Treasurer Carol Sundall met with the board to discuss a possible new system for hunting licenses. She received information that looks like it could be a scam but will do more research on the topic of the possibility of a new system from the state to enter license information. If the state is moving systems, she informed the board that her office may no longer offer hunting licenses.
