BUREAU OF RECLAMATION:

Auditor Halverson presented a Utility Authorization from the Bureau of Reclamation regarding the right of way on County Road 14. Board consensus to have States Attorney Steve Smith look over before signing.             

APPROVE PLAT:

Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve A Plat of Lots 5A, 5B, and 5C of the Oacoma Heights Third Subdivision, Being a Portion of Tract H in the SE 1-4 of Section 13, T104N, R72W of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota. All voting aye with Reis abstaining.
AMAZING GRACE DAYCARE:
Amy Janssen was present and Katie Reuman was present by phone. Janssen and Reuman explained the need for daycares in Lyman County, steps needed to set up a state certified daycare in Presho and their current donation drive to raise money to get the daycare started. Janssen and Reuman left the meeting. After further discussion, the board decided not to make a donation at this time.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel was present to discuss current road projects. Stephanie Bolman and Vicki Her Many Horses were present representing the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe. After discussion with Bolman and Her Many Horses regarding issues arising around the current road maintenance agreement with the Tribe, board consensus is to create a new agreement that will spell responsibilities out more clearly. Bolman and Her Many Horses left the meeting. Upon the completion of County Rd 14, many issues have been discovered regarding construction signage still being up, the slope of the shoulder appearing to be too steep, and fence posts being too high out of the ground. The board would like to have Kyle Kurth from Brosz Engineering present at the next meeting to discuss these issues further. Other matters discussed included a culver replaced by Kevin Thomas’ that had collapsed, 38,500 tons of gravel hauled this year, extended warranties on blades, and quotes for pickups to be bought next year. 
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented information on the Stanley County 5-Year plan meeting and discussed options for getting cement poured behind the courthouse to cover the old coal chutes.
Auditor Halverson left the meeting and Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin took over taking notes.

5 YEAR HIGHWAY & BRIDGE PLAN MEETING
People in attendance: County Commissioners, Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin, Highway Supt. Walt Nagel, and Eric Ambroson from Planning District III. Ambroson presented the 5-year Highway & Bridge plan for review. Due to projects not being completed, previously planned projects were moved to the next year with a few changes to the plan. Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to move structure 43-161-199 construction to 2023, add structure 43-079-335 preliminary engineering to 2026, and approve the 5-year Bridge Plan with these changes. All voting aye.
