ROD FEE REPORT:
Motion by Schelske, seconded by Kraus to approve the following report. All voting aye.
REG. OF DEEDS FEES: $2,498.50 less $90.00 sent to SDACO for the Reg. of Deeds Modernization & Preservation Fund.

COMMISSIONER DISTRICTS DISCUSSION:

Sara Frankenstein from Gunderson, Palmer, Nelson & Ashmore, LLP and Cody Russell, Vice-Chairman of the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe were present. Russell presented a map endorsed by the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe for the commissioners to consider in regards to the request for the board to move back to a commissioner district format. Russell also stated the tribe would offer assistance in the event the county moves to districts and vacancies needed to be filled. Frankenstein is assisting the county in considering the request and exploring all possible options. Russell, Frankenstein and Houchin left the meeting.
BRIDGE INSPECTION REPORT:

Steve Myer of IMEG presented a report of the one bridge that was inspected this year. Structure 43-161-199, one mile east of Presho, is on a yearly inspection schedule due to the increase in traffic since the Dakota Mill & Grain Elevator went in. The bridge did not see as much deterioration this year as the bridge was closed for over six months while the county worked on County Road 14 past the elevator. The bridge will be inspected again next year with all the bridges in the county. Myer left the meeting.
PAY REQUEST:

The County Road 14 project was discussed along with Pay Request 9R in the amount of $22,324.05. The commissioners still have questions regarding work that needs to be remedied and will table the pay request until the next meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Nagel gave an update on road matters. The crew is continuing to gravel roads. The Rural Access Infrastructure Inventory is now complete for the entire county and has been sent to the state. A request from Owen Garnos to pay a bill for trees cut over a county roadway was denied due to the tree in question being on private property. The county is working on cutting down trees located in the right of ways of roads starting on the east side of the county working toward the west. Nagel left the meeting.
OTHER ITEMS:

Auditor Halverson showed the board a request for donation from St. Francis House in Sioux Falls. The board prefers to use money on organizations closer to home that serve more Lyman County residents.
