BUILDING PERMITS:

Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve a building permit for John Cosgrove to build a pole barn on N4E2 of 13-104-74. All voting aye. 

AUTOMATIC BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve an automatic budget supplement for the Rural Access Infrastructure Fund in the amount of $56,155.12 from money sent to the county from the state creating the fund. All voting aye.

HOLIDAY LEAVE:

Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve half a day on December 23, 2021, as administrative leave for county employees. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:
Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel met with the commissioners to current activities, including continuing to cut trees down out of right of ways. The following fuel quotes were received for the first quarter of 2022: Hieb Oil for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.19, #2 Diesel - $2.69, Gas - $2.79; Burke Oil Co for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.15, #2 Diesel - $2.65, Gas - $2.75. Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to approve Burke Oil Co. for all shops. All voting aye. 
Commissioner Huffman arrived.

COUNTY ROAD 14 UPDATE:

Kyle Kurth, Brosz Engineering, discussed the fixes made to the edges of the roadway and explained that while snow is on the ground it’s hard to tell if the slopes are shaped well enough to move forward, but he believes that he can work with the county in the spring to make any needed adjustments. Fencing for the project was also discussed, and since there are apparent areas where the fence is not built to plan specifications, it was decided to reduce line-item costs for the 2 and 3 Post Panels by 50% and to reduce the fence line item by 25%. Kurth will discuss that with the prime contractor and work on a substantial completion report for the next meeting. Kurth and Nagel left the meeting.
OTHER ITEMS:
Auditor Halverson stated that more information is still being gathered regarding commission districts so no new information is available at this time. The Town of Kennebec will be holding a public hearing on January 3, 2022, for the consideration of a proposed Tax Incremental Financing District within the town. Everyone is welcome to attend.
