COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

February 16, 2021
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, February 16, 2021, at 9:00 a.m. with the following members present: Leslie Reuer, Zane Reis, Ryan Huffman, and Auditor Deb Halverson. Brian Kraus was present by Zoom. Absent: Jared Schelske. Also present: States Attorney Steve Smith, Heather Covey, Jeff Williamson.
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Reuer called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

UJS SURVEY:

Heather Covey, Sixth Circuit Administrator, was present during a discussion on courtroom security. The SD Unified Judicial System will be conducting a survey of all courthouses in the state to capture data on security measures in place and highlight any areas of need. Covey stated it is meant to be a joint effort between local jurisdictions and UJS and offered the board any assistance needed through the process. Covey left the meeting.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

9:50 a.m. Chairman Reuer declared the board out of executive session. No decisions made. States Attorney Smith left the meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Huffman to approve the minutes of February 2, 2021. All voting aye.

RELIANCE TOWN:

Jeff Williamson and Donnie McManus met with the commissioners to discuss the possibility of Reliance Town leasing part of the county property in the town of Reliance where the county shop sits to place a town shop building. Reuer and Reis will check out the property to make sure there is enough space on the lots for both entities and will discuss lease options at the next meeting. Williamson and McManus left the meeting.

INSURANCE:
BankWest Insurance Agent Jodi Foley and Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin were present for a discussion on health insurance renewals. After a long discussion on different plan options and agents, motion by Reis, second by Kraus to accept the BCBS Complete Blue 3500 plan and do an Agent of Record change to local agent Jodi Foley for Wellmark, Avesis, and Delta Dental. All voting aye. Life insurance policies will be discussed at the next meeting. Foley and Houchin left the meeting.  
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel, Kyle Kurth – Brosz Engineering (by Zoom), Wade Iszler – RDO Equipment, and Chance Jandel and Jeff Kroll from Butler Machinery were present. Engineer Kurth discussed the pre-construction meeting that took place for the County Road 14 project that will proceed this spring and that the contractor has asked for a reduction in retainer fee in lieu of their performance bond. Since the contract and bid documents required both the county will still require the retainer fee. Motion by Huffman, second by Reis to approve the Notice to Proceed with A-G-E Corporation and the Stormwater Permit for Construction Activities Application for SD DENR. All voting aye. Kurth left the meeting. Iszler and Jandel then presented options and prices for the purchase of new and used motor graders to the board. More discussion will take place at a later date. Iszler, Jandel and Kroll left the meeting. Nagel discussed the projected of resurfacing Vivian Main Street. Commissioner Huffman is meeting with the Vivian community to discuss a cost share option with them before a final decision is made on the project.
Commissioner Kraus left the meeting due to technical issues with the Zoom meeting and internet at the courthouse.
HWY/WEED DEPT (CONT.):

Nagel continued discussing the possibility of lining deep culverts within the county. Reis will look at the culverts requested to check need and help prioritize a list. Other discussions included the surplused equipment that will be sold on the March 24th Big Iron auction (a full list of items will be published in March), a truck rebate program, and lights at the county shops. Motion by Reis, second by Huffman to accept Beadle County’s bid from TrueNorth Steel. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
