AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & ROD FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Schelske to approve the following January 2021 reports. All voting aye.

LIEN RELEASE:

Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to release a court appointed attorney lien for Mandy McLaughlin in the amount of $704.60 per court order. All voting aye.

ANNUAL REPORT:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to approve the 2020 County Annual Report presented by Auditor Halverson. All voting aye. Report will be published and is on file in the Auditor’s office, available on Lyman Counties website and with the SD Department of Legislative Audit.
SURPLUS PROPERTY:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to surplus a listing of equipment and supplies no longer of use to the County. All voting aye. The list is on file in the Auditor’s Office.

NURSE CONTRACT:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to approve the 2021 nurse contract between the SD Dept. of Health and Lyman County. All voting aye.

DOE GRAN:

Director of Equalization Stacie Gran presented her proposed intensions for 2021 to remove the economic obsolescence from land values in Oacoma areas and increase land value in the Town of Kennebec and the City of Presho. She also stated her plan for reappraisals for Kennebec and Vivian this year.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed how much gravel the commissioners would like to crush this year at the Burtz pit. Consensus is to request bids for 50,000 tons with annual bids that go out in March. Nagel then gave an update on single cab pickups saying they are currently not being produced due to a shortage. Given this information, motion by Schelske, second by Reis to rescind the January 5, 2021, motion to allow Nagel to purchase two new single cab pickups at a price of $26,534 each, one crew cab pickup at a price of $29,577, all from Riverview Chevrolet Buick, and surplus two current pickups upon delivery of the new ones, and to instead purchase two crew cab pickups at a price of $29,577 from Riverview Chevrolet Buick. All voting aye. A third pickup will be discussed at a later date when more information is available. 
Commissioner Reuer left the meeting. Vice-Chairman Reis took over the meeting.
HWY CONTINUED: 
Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to purchase a retriever with scraper system and a WR90 Walk’n’Roll Packer Roller from LyCox Enterprises, Inc at a price of $17,595 and $22,500 respectively. All voting aye. Nagel discussed changing out the lighting in the Kennebec Shop to LED lights with a quote from Kennebec Telephone. After some discussion he will work to get a few more quotes and add the Presho Shop to the quotes as well. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to surplus the All-American Roller to put on a Big Iron sale. All voting aye. Other discussions included the Vesley Pit that is being reclaimed and quotes to resurface Vivian Main Street. Commissioner Huffman will discuss the option of local matches with Vivian Township and Vivian Sanitary District and Commissioner Schelske would like Nagel to look into an option to join with other cities that are looking at asphalt projects to see if another quote can be secured. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve Amendment Number 1 to Agreement Number 614964 with the State of SD to increase the Limiting Amount to $83,410.47. All voting aye. Nagle left the meeting.
HEALTH INSURANCE:

Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin was present along with Insurance agents Sonja Nordbye and Roger Risty from Risty Benefits, Independent Agent Debbi Ihnen, and Jodi Foley from BankWest Insurance who presented group insurance plans to the board for preparation of the counties April 1st renewal date. Discussion followed on the differences in policies and company’s and how each could impact the employees and the county. A decision regarding county insurance plans will be made at the next meeting after the information can be reviewed thoroughly.
CORRESPONDANCE:

Auditor Halverson informed the board of the Pre-Construction Meeting for the County Road 14 project that will be held Thursday, February 4th at 10:30 am. The commissioners also denied a request for donation from Capital Area Counseling.
