March 23, 2021
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, March 23, 2021, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present: Chairman Leslie Reuer, Ryan Huffman, Zane Reis, Brian Kraus and Auditor Debra Halverson. Also present: Terry Moore and Walt Nagel. Jared Schelske was present after bills were approved. 
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Reuer called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

CITIZEN INPUT:

Terry Moore met with the commissioners to discuss a couple of roads south of Vivian. He had concerns with River Road still being marked closed since the washouts in 2019. Supt. Nagel stated that road is slated to be moved this year and should be open again sometime this summer. Moore also discussed maintenance on the portion of old Highway 53 that the state closed when they re-routed the highway. The county will not do maintenance on a closed road. Moore and Nagel left the meeting.

CLERK OF COURT FEES:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Kraus to approve the following report. All voting aye

CLERK OF COURTS (Feb): $4,300.00 less $3,091.86 forwarded to Lyman School District, $17.82 to Chamberlain School District and $17.82 to Winner School District for fine money.
DOE VEHICLE:

A quote for a new pickup using state bid pricing was looked at for use by the DOE Office for assessing purposes. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve the purchase of a 2021 Chevrolet Truck with basic work truck package and running boards at a total price of $30,702. All voting aye.

GRASSLANDS UPDATE:

Auditor Halverson presented information from Dan Svingen, District Ranger, on the planned prescribed burn in the Sioux East and Chester Middle Pastures of the Fort Pierre National Grassland. The project was slated for 2020 but postponed due to the pandemic. The intention is to move forward with these burns in late April to late May of this year.
MRC RAIL AUTHORITY:

Commissioner Reis updated the board on the current status of the intended sale of the MRC Rail line by the State to a private company. Discussion followed on the need for Lyman County to continue membership in the MRC Rail Authority given that information. Reis will consult with the state rail board for options and address the topic again at a later meeting. 
2nd AMENDMENT SANCTUARY DISCUSSION:

Angela Henriksen was unable to meet with the board but asked Auditor Halverson to bring up the topic of making Lyman County a 2nd Amendment Sanctuary. Discussion followed on what that would mean for the county. The Lyman County Commissioners fully support the 2nd Amendment but feel that current state laws uphold this belief in a manner that does not require further action from the board at this time.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented the following fuel quotes for April-June, 2021: 1) Hieb Oil Co. – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $2.58, Gasoline – $2.95; 2) Agtegra Cooperative – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $2.50, Gasoline – $2.865 3) Burke Oil Co. – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $1.88, Gasoline – $2.685. Motion by Huffman, seconded by Kraus to accept the quote from Burke Oil Co. for All Shops. All voting aye. Nagel discussed current projects including hauling millings for the Vivian Main Street project, blading, and he stated the crew has switched to summer hours and the STP revenue came in higher due to COVID funding. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to surplus the 2013 Dodge Pickup to be sold at a later date. All voting aye. Weed Supt. Walt Nagel then met with the Commission for the purpose of a Weed Meeting. Motion by Kraus, seconded by Reis to recognize and designate puncture vine, bull thistle, musk & plumeless thistle as local noxious weeds to focus on, and authorize Chairman Reuer to sign the request form. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
CONNECTING POINT:
Kalli Houchin and Greg Richter from Connecting Point were present. Richter presented the board an overview of Managed Services through Connecting Point which would include all basic IT services for the networked county offices, not including the Sheriff’s Office as they run their own network. The auditor’s office will gather more information and the topic will be further discussed at the next meeting.
