Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reis to approve the following February 2021 reports. All voting aye.

BUILDING PERMITS:

Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to approve a building permit for Paul Craig Reuman to add a garage and put on a house addition at 30403 SD Hwy 248. All voting aye. 
PLAT:

Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve Plat of Tract 1, Bunker Addition located in Section 28, Township 106 North, Range 72 West of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota. All voting aye.
MEMBERSHIP REQUEST:

A request was received from Lake Francis Case Development Corporation to become a member. Consensus of the board is to not join as the corporation is less active in Lyman County. 

CHANGE APRIL MEETING DATES:

Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to move the April meeting dates to April 13th and 27th to coincide with Equalization and give employees April 2nd off as Administrative Leave for Good Friday. All voting aye.
BUILDING UPDATES:

Auditor Halverson discussed the county doing a building feasibility study to evaluate the courthouse and county shop building to address all areas that may need work to ensure the viability of the structures and help create a capital outlay plan for future years. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to allow Halverson to work with Planning and Development District III to create a Request for Proposals for a Building Feasibility Study. All voting aye.

PAY REQUEST:

Motion by Huffman, second by Reis to approve Pay Request #1 with A-G-E Corporation in the amount of $27,598.53 for 19% of mobilization for County Road 14. All voting aye.  
LIFE INSURANCE:

HR Director Kalli Houchin and Jodi Foley of Bankwest Insurance were present to discuss options for changing life insurance policies. Foley presented a few different options that would consolidate the counties two current policies into one with less expensive premiums for the county and offer supplemental options for employees. Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to switch life insurance carriers to Equitable and keep the current $25,000 benefit per employee. All voting aye. Foley and Houchin left the meeting.
DIRECTOR OF EQUALIZATION:

DOE Stacie Gran met with the commissioners to discuss purchasing a new pickup through state bids for utilization when assessing county property. She presented a quote from Riverview Chevrolet. Commissioners discussed some of the options on the quote and asked her to see about other options and also check with other dealerships to see if the timelines for delivery were different. Gran will bring back information at the next meeting. Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve giving SD 811 county parcel data at no cost for the next five years. All voting aye. 
VIVIAN MAIN STREET PROJECT:
Supt. Walt Nagel and the following members of the Vivian Community Club were present: Tessa Erikson, Keith Patrick, Bob Beer, Terry Patrick, Marty Gannon, Linda Perry, Bob Patrick, Logan Anderson, James Smith, Nancy & David Fristad, Marlene Patrick, Janine Patrick, Ray Brink, Loren Booth, Kenny Harris, Tyrel Moreland, Kevin Patrick, Jody & Craig Reuman, and Derek Jones. Nagel discussed using the current State Bid to resurface Vivian Main Street. Linda Perry, on behalf of the Vivian Community Club, discussed the importance of keeping the street paved and stated the community club would contribute 30% of the cost of the project along with the entire amount needed to pave an extra 375 ft further than what is currently paved. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to approve the bid from Bituminous Paving Inc in the amount of $119,160.40 plus $9,080.40 for the extra 375 ft and $3.00/ton for millings from the State of SD. All voting aye. Vivian Community Club members left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

The following people were present for highway discussions: Wade Iszler for RDO Equipment, Shane Reis from Reliance Town Board. Reis discussed options for the possibility of allowing the Town of Reliance to move their shop building onto the county lots in town next to the county shop as they are in the process of selling their lots to a potential new business. Lot sizes and other areas were discussed. The consensus of the board is to allow the town to continue using the county lot as an option in their discussions but also continue to look for other options before a final decision is made. Reis left the meeting. Motion by Reis, seconded by Kraus to schedule the annual bid letting for April 13, 2021 at 9:30 a.m. and include gravel crushing at the Burtz Pit. All voting aye. The bids must be received in the Auditor’s Office by Friday, April 9, 2021, at 9:00 a.m. The Highway Supt. and Auditor will open the bids Monday, April 12, 2021, at 10:00 a.m., and the bids will be presented to the Commissioner’s Tuesday, April 13, 2021, at 9:30 a.m. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to have Tim Long re-start his seasonal employment for the year at an hourly rate of $16.50 per hour. All voting aye. Iszler discussed the quotes for a new motor grader and stated they will be seeing price increases later in the year. Nagel also discussed the need for another roller so that every blade can have the roller attachment. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to purchase a John Deere blade at the amount of $277,218.81 after trade-in and a Walk-N-Roll roller/packer in the amount of $22,450. All voting aye. A budget discussion was held and since these items were not budgeted a budget supplement will need to take place to offset the amounts. Iszler left the meeting. Nagel then discussed options for a third pickup that was put on hold due to the inability to get single cab pickups. Riverview is able to get another crew cab through the state contract, but commissioners would like him to continue to check into current timetables for single cabs. Nagel left the meeting.
