Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to accept all bids for #’s 1-6 and #8, and table bid #’s 7 & 9 until the next meeting. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel then discussed areas in the county that need gravel, culverts and BIA roads. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve signing the Bridge Reinspection Program Resolution for Use with SDDOT Retainer Contracts and hire IMEG – formerly Clark Engineering Corporation, to inspect Bridge # 43161199 (1 mile east of Presho). All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
DOE:

DOE Stacie Gran and Deputy Bridget Kramme met with the commissioners. Gran presented a quote for a new pickup that is currently at Riverview Chevrolet. The quote is $2,903 higher than the vehicle approved at the last meeting but that vehicle is on order and not expected to arrive until fall at the earliest. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to rescind the March 23, 2021, motion to purchase a DOE vehicle and purchase the 2021 Chevrolet Silverado 4x4 Crew Cab from Riverview Chevrolet Buick at a cost of $33,605. All voting aye.
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. The Board signed member oaths.

DOE Gran received two (2) Objections to Real Property Assessment. The following appeals were addressed: Appeal #1) Rodney Mick, Lot 11, Block 7, Pease Addition to Kennebec. The Local Board of Equalization (Kennebec Town) made no adjustment to Mick’s property. Mick is appealing the assessment of $2,142 and asking it to be reduced to $375 due to the irregularity of the lot and lack of use it presents. Mick also questioned the large increase of his lot compared to previous years. DOE Gran stated that it seemed to be correcting an error she found while reappraising empty lots in the town of Kennebec. After discussion, it was noted that as the lot is adjacent to Mick’s other property, it should be classified as owner-occupied. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to change Lot 11, Block 7, Pease Addition of Kennebec from NA-D to NA-D-S (owner-occupied). All voting aye. Mick left the meeting. Appeal #2) Derek Jones, South 12.5’ of Lot 20 plus All of Lots 21-22, Block 1, Kenwood Addition, Vivian. The Local Board of Equalization (Vivian Township) made no adjustment to Jones’s property. Jones informed the board that he believes that the Park Model structure he put on his property is classified as a Recreational Vehicle under 32-3-1 (17A) and therefore not assessable. DOE Gran stated that she views the structure as real property and assessable. The board will ask State’s Attorney Smith for a legal opinion on this subject and a decision will be made at the next regular meeting, April 27, 2021. Jones left the meeting.

DOE Gran advised the Board of three (3) elderly & disabled assessment freezes, renewed six (6) applicants for the disabled veteran property tax exemption, zero (0) applicants for renewable resource energy credits, and thirteen (13) properties are receiving the discretionary formula. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye. DOE Gran and Kramme left the meeting. 

HWY DEPT CONT.:
Supt. Nagel discussed the project being done on County Rd 17 that the State was repairing after the put in a new wetland area. Mag Water applications in different parts of the county was also discussed. A-G-E is progressing on the County Rd 14 by Dakota Mill and Grain. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to approve Pay Request #2 from A-G-E in the amount of $20,789.97 and Change Order #1 in the amount of $8,304.45 for detour signage. All voting aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

11:15 a.m. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Huffman to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (3). All voting aye. Nagel was present and States Attorney Smith was present by phone. 

12:05 a.m. Chairman Reuer declared the board out of executive session. No action taken.

CONNECTING POINT CONTRACT:

Auditor Halverson presented figures on current technology costs in the courthouse to continue the discussion from the last meeting regarding Connecting Point taking care of IT services. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve a three-year contract with Connecting Point for Managed Services. All voting aye.
