BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to approve a building permit for Larry Haak to build a 42’ x 7 ring high Grain Bin in the N2SE4 of 8-105-76. All voting aye.

SURPLUS:
Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to surplus the 2008 Chevy Uplander formerly used by the DOE to be sold at the Peterson Auction in June. All voting aye.

4-H INTERN:

Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve Randi Grussing as the 4-H Summer Intern at a rate of $12.00 hour. All voting aye.
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Kraus to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. DOE Stacie Gran present.
Unresolved Appeal #1) Derek Jones, South 12.5’ of Lot 20 plus All of Lots 21-22, Block 1, Kenwood Addition, Vivian. A legal opinion was received for States Attorney Smith wherein he agreed with the decision of DOE Gran to assess the building in question as real property. Due to this opinion, motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to deny the appeal and leave the valuation at $36096 as stated. All voting aye. There being no further equalization, motion by Kraus, seconded by Huffman to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed the tabled bids for gravel crushing and weed spraying. After a lengthy discussion on the costs and specs bid, motion by Reis, second by Kraus to reject all bids for both gravel crushing at the Burtz Pit and Weed Spraying and readvertise for 40,000 tons of gravel (instead of 50,000) at the Burtz Pit and readvertise county weed spraying with two options: 1) spray west half of county; 2) spot spray entire county. All voting aye. Other items discussed included spots planned for gravel this year, cutting trees from right of ways, rental tractors, the possibility of purchasing grapple forks, and budgetary concerns. Nagel left the meeting.
PLANNING DISTRICT III UPDATE:
Greg Henderson from Planning and Development District III met with the board to present the 2020 Performance Report. He went over services available to the county, work done for the county over the years, and thanked the county for their continued membership. Henderson left the meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented a letter from a concerned citizen outside of Oacoma requesting maintenance on County Road 2. That road has recently been graveled and is slated for mag water dust control again this year. Halverson will respond with a letter to the citizen. Halverson also stated the Request for Proposals for the Building Feasibility Study previously approved is now ready for advertising and proposals will be due Monday, May 24th.
