CLERK OF COURT FEES:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Kraus to approve the following report. All voting aye

CLERK OF COURTS (March): $8,997.84 less $4,821.39 forwarded to Lyman School District, $27.79 to Chamberlain School District and $27.79 to Winner School District for fine money.
TOWNSHIP BONDS:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Schelske to approve the following township bonds. All voting aye.

ELECTIONS:
Auditor Halverson presented the commissioners with a proposal to purchase Poll Pads for elections. The Poll Pads would help streamline check-in for voters on election day without risk compromising the election. Discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
AMERICAN RESCUE PLAN:

Auditor Halverson explained the funding coming from the US Treasury as part of the American Rescue Plan. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to make Auditor Halverson the Authorized Representative for Lyman County for the funds. All voting aye.

BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

At 9:15 a.m., as advertised, motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve budget supplements to the following departments. All voting aye. Insufficient funds were appropriated in the 2021 DOE Vehicle Budget, RB Equipment Budget, and RB Gravel Budget, therefore the additional amount of $310,823.81 will be taken from the General Fund Assigned cash balance and $1,271,448.86 will be supplemented from an Agri-Business Grant and State Highway Fund Loan for Local Governments Revenue.

MALT BEVERAGE LICENSES:

A Public Hearing was held to consider an additional Off-Sale Malt Beverage License for Medicine Creek Golf Course. With no one present to testify for or against, motion by Huffman, seconded by Schelske to approve a new Retail Off Sale Malt Beverage license for Medicine Creek Golf Course in the SE¼ of 12-105-77. All voting aye.

CORONER FEES:

Commissioner Kraus stated he did not feel our Sheriff’s Department was being properly compensated for taking care of coroner calls. After reviewing information regarding what other counties pay as compensation, motion by Kraus, second by Reis to pay $150 per call coroner call effective as of todays date. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed a Truck Rebate Program that the county may be eligible for. The program requires a current truck with bad emissions ratings be replaced and would cover up to 50% of the cost of a new truck. Applications are due June 25th. Board consensus is to have Nagel apply and discuss options if the county is accepted into the program. Auditor Halverson then opened the following bids:

After a lengthy discussion on how the roads should be sprayed this year, motion by Reis, second by Kraus to accept the bid from Mid Dakota Vegetation with a plan to spot spray all roads in the west half of the county. All voting aye. Gravel was then discussed at length as the price to crush is currently greater than to purchase gravel as needed from other various pits. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to reject the crushing bid in the Burtz Pit and buy gravel as needed. All voting aye. Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel gave an update on current projects including graveling, tree removal and the need to distinguish between county roads and private drives in areas that only lead to single households. The topic of maintenance on private driveways was also discussed and a contract will be created to clarify what type of work the county will do. Auditor Halverson also discussed the DOT load being used to fund the County Rd 14 project. 
APPROACH POLICY:

The Auditor’s Office drafted a new policy regarding the building of approaches off of county roads. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve the following policy. All voting aye.

Approaches on Lyman County Roads

Requests for the addition or improvement of approaches on County Maintained roads shall be directed to the Lyman County Highway Superintendent for the approval prior to construction and a permit will be required. The approaches will have no less than 4 to one slope, necessary culverts to ensure proper drainage, minimum width of 30’, provide adequate site distances and any necessary erosion control. The installer shall not construct the approach with any material other than earth; no rocks, concrete, etc. The individual requesting the approach will be responsible for the cost of all labor, materials and installation of the approach. Requesting individual shall also be responsible for location of any utility services and for the cost of relocation of said service if necessary. In the event the Highway Superintendent does not approve the installation of an approach, an appeal may be made to the Board of County Commissioners for consideration.
ROW PERMITS:
Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve two Right-of-Way requests from Golden West Telecommunications to install telecommunications lines at 327th Ave and 266th St. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
MRC RAIL AUTHORITY:

Alex and Dick Huff met with the Commissioners to discuss the MRC Rail Authority. Now that the track from Mitchel to Rapid City has been sold to a private company and is no longer state-owned, the Huff’s expressed their concern with the county staying part of the MRC Rail Authority as it could cause undue liability to the county. They propose that the MRC Rail Authority dissolve altogether, but at the very least Lyman County should withdraw. The commissioners will examine the information further before making a decision at the next meeting. Huff’s left the meeting.
ZONING:

Discussion moved to a later meeting this year when the board has had more time to look over information.
