COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

June 30, 2021
The Lyman County Commissioners met in special session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, June 30, 2021, at 9:00 a.m. with the following members present: Chairman Leslie Reuer, Jared Schelske, Brian Kraus, Ryan Huffman and Auditor Deb Halverson. Commissioner Zane Reis was present by phone. Emergency Manager Margo Mitchell was also present.
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Reuer called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

BURN BAN:

EM Margo Mitchell discussed a notice put out by the City of Presho banning the use of fireworks within city limits. The water shortage was also discussed as pipeline breaks have led to restrictions that could have the potential to inhibit fire departments ability to fill trucks in case of fire. Reis commented that Reliance Fire Department has the ability to fill out of Reliance Dam and Huffman stated Presho and Kennebec both have access to wells or dams. Motion by Kraus to enact a burn ban immediately in Lyman County that would also ban fireworks. Motion failed due to lack of a second. Motion by Schelske, second by Huffman to enact the following burn ban resolution to take effect on July 6, 2021. All voting aye.
A RESOLUTION TO PROVIDE A TEMPORARY BURNING BAN FOR LYMAN COUNTY

WHEREAS, Lyman County is experiencing very dry conditions due to lack of snow cover last winter and moisture from rain this spring and summer; and 

WHEREAS, Lyman County is experiencing water restrictions that could inhibit local fire departments ability to put out an open burn; and

WHEREAS, the Lyman County Commission has consulted with local fire officials and law enforcement officials in regard to the severity of this issue; and

WHEREAS, for purposes of this Resolution, “open burning” shall be defined as any outdoor fire including but not limited to campfires, warming fires, charcoal grill fires, or the prescribed burning of fence rows, fields, wild lands, trash and debris.  This resolution excludes fires contained within liquid-fueled or gas-fueled stoves, fireplaces within all buildings, charcoal grill fires at private residences, and permanent fire pits or fire grates located on supervised developed picnic grounds and campground; and

WHEREAS, conditions of extreme fire hazard now exist in Lyman County;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Lyman County Commission enact this resolution on an emergency basis to take effect July 6, 2021, and impose a ban to prohibit or restrict open burning and that the use of all fireworks, except for fire department approved private or public displays complete with fire suppression standby services, be prohibited in order to protect the public health and safety pursuant to South Dakota Codified Law 7-8-20.18;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ban will be in place until fire conditions improve; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a fine not to exceed two hundred dollars for each violation, or by imprisonment for a period of not to exceed thirty days for each violation, or by both the fine and imprisonment, if found in violation of this Resolution, as per South Dakota Codified Law 7-18A-2, and that the costs for suppressing any fire, including response fees, mutual aid assistance from other agencies or fire departments, reimbursement to governments for suppression efforts and compensation to the firefighters for time lost from their employment, be borne directly by the individual or individuals responsible for setting the fire.
