Motion by Kraus, seconded by Huffman to approve the following township bonds. All voting aye.

PROCUREMENT POLICY:
Auditor Halverson discussed the need to have a county level procurement policy. Generally, the county uses state laws for procurement, but with the influx of federal funding being made available having a county policy could streamline the process in some circumstances. Board consensus is to have Halverson work on a draft policy for the next meeting. 
PAY REQUEST:

Motion by Reis, second by Kraus to approve Pay Request #4 from A-G-E in the amount of $83,257.73. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the possibility of taking gravel core samples at the Halverson Pit to see if there is more gravel available to crush. Nagel will look into prices for the next meeting. Maintaining private roads was discussed. Per SDCL, a public hearing will be held to consider the possibility. Nagel also discussed roads that are on the county map system but the county does not hold any deeded right of way or easements on the roads. Nagel will begin looking into either acquiring easements or possibly vacating roads to turn them into private driveways. Other items discussed included a bad culvert on County Road 6, applying mag water for ½ mile north of Presho, a gravel stockpile in the Larson Pit, and that Cooper School Road may need to be closed temporarily to straighten a section of it. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve an approach application for Michael Mishler. All voting aye. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to approve the Temporary Easement Agreement with Doug & Linda Perry to relocate parts of River Road that has been closed since the flooding in 2019. All voting aye. Construction will begin on River Road now that the easement is in place. Nagel left the meeting. 
BUILDING FEASIBILITY STUDY:

Two proposals were opened for the Building Feasibility Study. The proposals from Ciavarella Design Architects and Bartlett & West will now be examined by the Building Study Committee and the results will be presented to the board at the next meeting. 
POLL PADS:

Auditor Halverson continued the conversation about the possible purchase of Poll Pads to be used on election days to help streamline the process of checking in voters at polling places. Board does not see a current need for this so no action will be taken. 
MRC RAIL AUTHORITY:
After a continued discussion on the liability created by the continued participation in the MRC now that the rail line is owned by a private company, motion by Reis, second by Kraus to withdraw Lyman County from the MRC Rail Authority. All voting aye.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

10:30 a.m. Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (1). All voting aye. Sheriff Steve Manger was present.

11:00 a.m. Commissioner Zane Reis left the meeting.
