BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve a building permit for Sherri Borland to put three (3) cabins and one (1) shed in 9-105-76. All voting aye
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:

Auditor Halverson gave the commissioners information on the Local Emergency Management Performance Grant (LEMPG). The county got out of the LEMPG in 2020 due to increasing requirements and as those requirements have no changed the County will not participate for 2022. 
RESTRICTED LAW ENFORCEMENT FUND:

Per a court order signed on August 5, 2021, Lyman County will be receiving $54,040 that must be placed in a restricted fund and used only for law enforcement purposes including the purchasing of equipment for the Sheriff’s Office. 
ORDINANCES:

Both the burn ban ordinance and medical cannabis ordinance will be discussed at the next meeting when a full board is present.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the haul route agreement with TC Energy that is no longer necessary now that they have ceased operations on the Keystone XL Pipeline. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to terminate the Haul Road Agreement with TC Energy. All voting aye. Nagel then updated the board on current projects including culverts, graveling, mowing, and that work on County Road 6 is close to complete. The County Road 14 project was discussed and Nagel will be in contact with the engineers next week to see if more Mag-Chloride is necessary on the first portion of the project when they complete the second portion. The Rural Access Infrastructure program was discussed and Nagel has intentions to start the inventory this week while the weather is good to check culverts. Nagel left the meeting.  
PROVISIONAL BUDGET:

Ongoing budget discussions continued. Adjustments were made to the provisional budget that will be published next week. The budget hearing has been set for September 7th at 9:30 a.m.
