STATES ATTORNEY:
States Attorney Steve Smith and Sheriff Steve Manger were present to discuss a current court case. Smith has been working with a defendant to get the county a cash seizure of approximately $54,000. One possibility may be that the Judge requires the money to be earmarked for the Sheriff’s Office to be spent within 6 months. Sheriff Manger has compiled a list of items his office could use that are usually outside of his budget. Smith will keep the commissioners updated on the outcome of the case. Smith then discussed possible limits the commission can put on facilities pertaining to medical cannabis. Smith and Auditor Halverson will work on drawing up an ordinance pertaining to marijuana. The commission also asked Smith questions pertaining to current engineering contracts. Smith will come back during the time allotted for Brosz Engineering. Manger and Smith left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel was present to discuss current projects. The relocation of River Road is complete, three culverts have been lined on County Road 2, and the project on Cooper School Road is waiting on a cable to be moved before full work can commence. Commissioner Huffman discussed a ½ mile of road that Jim Schoenhard would like graveled so he can put a camper in a field. At this time, the commissioners do not feel that is a good use of the county budget and the request is denied. A resident also brought in bills for cleaning out three cattle guards on county roads. As the county was never contacted to clean out the cattle guards first, the request for reimbursement was also denied. 

COUNTY ROAD 14 UPDATE:
Brosz Engineers Kyle Kurth and Ron Gillen were present as well as States Attorney Smith and Brian McGinnis was present by Zoom. Kurth updated the commissioners on the status of the project and stated the second half has been going relatively smooth. Gillen discussed the Lower Brule Rural Water Main that was hit in the course of the project and indicated they believe they have options of adding more dirt to the top of the pipe so the pipe will not need to be relocated lower and to alleviate any future issues or concerns. The commissioners then discussed Addendum #1 to the Brosz Proposal of fees and services and questioned why the county would be responsible for more engineering costs for the projects. Smith gave information on the contracts. Gillen and the commissioners agree that the best way to move forward is to wait until the full completion of the project to examine costs and negotiate at that time. A change order on the project was also discussed as it was found that more fill dirt was needed for one four-way pipe and a pipe originally planned to be 54’ long was downsized to 48’ long after it was installed. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve Pay Request #6 with A-G-E in the amount of $185,610.99 and Change Order #2 in the amount of $660.00. All voting aye. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to approve Amendment Number 2 to Agreement number 911212 with SDDOT to lower the requested loan amount down to $1,446,070.00. All voting aye. Kurth, Gillen, Smith and McGinnis left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT (CONT.):

Nagel discussed two approaches on Quint Garnos property in Presho Township that he has been asked to rebuild. Nagel stated there are other access points into the fields and as such the commissioners feel that as these would be additional approaches they must be requested formally with the new application. Nagel left the meeting. 
NURSE OFFICE MANAGER:

HR Director Kalli Houchin and Nurse Office Manager Avany Langdeau were present to discuss Nurse Office Hours. Langdeau stated that their office has been running more efficiently and with a change in state processes and fewer clients on WIC at the moment she would like to move to part time and be more flexible with her scheduling. Certain times a year may require more hours such as flu season and school clinics, but requested a minimum of 20 hours per week with the possibility to work up to 40 if need warrants it. Houchin stated it would be a change in classification from full time to permanent part time. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve the change in employee classification to Permanent Part Time paid hourly effective August 1, 2021. All voting aye.

BURN BAN ORDINANCE:

The county still has a full burn ban in effect. Discussion on changing the current ordinance dealing with when a burn ban would be effective included adding the fire danger level of high and also adding that the board could appoint someone to ban open burns if they deem it appropriate based on current conditions. The board was split on the additions and will choose to address the amendment to the ordinance at the next meeting when a full board is present.
HUNTING PRESERVE RENEWAL:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Kraus to renew Snake Den Lodge LLC Hunting Preserve Alcoholic Beverage License for 2021-2022. All voting aye.
PROVISIONAL BUDGET:

Ongoing budget discussions will continue at the next meeting with the official budget hearing occurring at the September 8th meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson gave information on the upcoming County Convention and association district meeting. Positions are also available on the SDPAA & SDML Work Comp Fund boards.
