Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that such Provisional Budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE  APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR LYMAN COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2022, and ending December 31, 2022, and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County, South Dakota, this 21st day of September, 2021. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Lyman County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Lyman County for the year January 1, 2022, through December 31, 2022.

The following fuel quotes were received for October-December: Agtegra Coop for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.00, #2 Diesel - $2.59, Gas - $2.61; Hieb Oil for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.09, #2 Diesel - $2.69, Gas - $3.15; Burke Oil Co for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.14, #2 Diesel - $2.74, Gas - $3.20. Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve Agtegra for all shops. All voting aye. One quote for propane was received from Burke Oil Co for $1.40.5/gallon. Motion by Kraus, second by Reis to approve advertising for bids for crushing 60,000 tons (more or less) of gravel at the DeJong Pit. All voting aye. Bids will be opened at 9:30 a.m. on October 19, 2021. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve a Right of Way Permit for Golden West Telecommunications to provide service to a residence in 20-105-74. All voting aye.
