ORDINANCE 2021-2:

First Reading of Medical Cannabis Ordinance 2021-2
Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman and passed by a unanimous vote that the following ordinance be introduced and given its first reading.
ORDINANCE 2021-2

An ORDINANCE CREATING PROVISIONS FOR MEDICAL CANNABIS ESTABLISHMENTS IN LYMAN COUNTY
Pursuant to authority granted to a local government in South Dakota Codified Law 34-20G-58:60, 

Be It Ordained by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County that the following provisions regarding medical cannabis establishments be imposed.

Section 1. Local Permit. Any individual, group, business, or organization desiring to operate a medical cannabis establishment in Lyman County must obtain a local permit.

A. Application. An application will be made to the Lyman County Auditor to be approved through the Lyman County Commissioners and will include the following information:

a. Legal Name establishment will operate under.

b. Name(s) of owner(s).

c. Legal description of property the establishment will be located at.

d. Physical and mailing address of property the establishment will be located at.

e. Copy of Approved Building Permit or a New Building Permit if the structure is not yet built. 

B. Fee. A non-refundable application fee of $2,500.00 must accompany the application. 
Section 2. Expiration of Permit and Renewal. Issued permits will be valid for one (1) year from the date of issuance and establishments must renew their permit by submitting a new application thirty (30) days prior to their expiration. 

Section 3. Hours of Operation.  No medical cannabis dispensary in Lyman County may operate between the hours of 8:00 p.m. and 10:00 a.m. any day of the week.  
Section 4. Penalties. Any person or entity that violates Section 3 of this Ordinance is subject to a civil penalty of up to $500 and $100/day for every day in violation. 
Section 5. Severability. The provisions of this ordinance are severable. If any provision of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of this ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application.
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect October 19, 2021.

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Reis and passed by a unanimous vote that said Ordinance be laid over for a second reading and vote to be held September 21, 2021.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel and Wade Isler from RDO Equipment were present. Isler presented quotes on a 2022 John Deere blade and a packer roller. He discussed options available on the new blades. A decision will be made at the next meeting. Isler left the meeting. Nagel then discussed a purchase agreement with the land owners at the DeJong Pit for gravel crushing next year. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to authorize Chairman Reuer to sign a purchase agreement for 60,000 tons of gravel with DeJongs at a royalty cost of $3.00/ton. All voting aye. Commissioner Reis left the meeting by phone. Nagel then discussed current projects that include mowing, blading, and work on the small structure inventory for the state. The County Road 14 project was discussed. The project is nearing completion but is still waiting on dirt cover over a water line as well as top soil, seeding and fencing. Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve Pay Request #7 from A-G-E. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
AUTOMATIC BUDGET SUPPLEMENTS:

Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve the following automatic budget supplements to the 2021 budget. All voting aye.

1) $7,500.00 for Emergency Management from the Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant.

2) $54,040.00 to the Restricted Law Enforcement Special Revenue Fund from proceeds from a court order.
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented information from the SD Department of Agricultural and Natural Resources regarding state permits that are coming up for renewal.

Sheriff Manger discussed uses for the money received for his office to purchase equipment.
