Ambroson presented the 5-year Highway & Bridge plan for review. Due to bridge inspections and other project discussions, a few projects were moved, added, or changed in the plan. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to move structure 43-241-200 construction to 2024, decommission structure 43-451-381 in 2025, add chip sealing Vivian Main St in 2025, update the construction cost of structure 43-161-199, and approve the 5-year Bridge Plan with these changes. All voting aye. 

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel presented a list of items to surplus and sell. Motion by Reuer, second by Kraus to surplus the following items to be sold on a Big Iron auction: snowblower, 1980 Tandem Axel Trailer, and a salt distributer. All voting aye.
