REGULAR SESSION

October 25, 2022
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, October 25, 2022, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present: Chairman Zane Reis, Leslie Reuer, Ryan Huffman, Brian Kraus, Auditor Deb Halverson and Deputy Auditor Kalli Houchin. Commissioner Jared Schelske was present by phone.
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Reis called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

TOWER ORDINANCE VARIANCE:

States Attorney Steve Smith and Chelle Eischens were present. Eischens, with Performance Development Group III, LLC, had requested a variance to the painting provision of the counties Tower Ordinance. After much discussion on lighting, visibility, regulations and jurisdictional authority, motion by Kraus, second by Schelske, to grant the painting variance under the condition that Performance Development Group III, LLC, will place aviation orange balls on the wires attached to the tower. All voting aye. There was also discussion on updating the Tower Ordinance. An amended ordinance will be presented at a later meeting. Smith and Eischens left the meeting.

CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Reuer to approve the following September 2022 report. All voting aye.
CLERK OF COURTS: $5,883.38 less $3,782.80 forwarded to Lyman School District, $54.81 to Chamberlain School District and $22.39 to Winner School District for fine money. 
BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve a building permit for Joel Bich to construct a 20’x31’ car port in 7-105-72. All voting aye.

MEETING DATE CHANGE:

Motion by Reuer, second by Kraus to move the first meeting in November to Thursday, November 10th to canvass the election results of November 8th. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel, Angela Ehlers, Bart Banks, Dustin Smith, Casey Griffith, Carl Brakke, and Ron Gillen were present. Supt. Nagel discussed information he received from PetroTech about moving the location of the fuel tanks at the Kennebec Shop. Nagel will look into how big of concrete pad will be needed for the new tanks already purchased. Nagel also stated they have been trying to mix clay in with gravel to help bind it and also that they will try to get the truck by-pass west of Presho watered before the quarter final football game on the 27th. Commissioner Schelske rejoined the meeting by phone. The commissioners then discussed the load limits on the bridge just east of Presho. Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske, to place gross weight limits of 9T single/15T combined on bridge 43-161-199 and remove any limits on bridge 43-159-195. All voting aye. With the load limits now in place, loaded trucks will be able to access Dakota Mill & Grain by using 241st St east out of Presho or 308th Ave by the Golf Course (although that road should be limited truck traffic); empty trucks should be able to use any access point as long as the truck weight is appropriate for the bridge. 
PRESHO AIRPORT DISCUSSION:

Ron Gillen with Brosz Engineering discussed the engineering process that would be required to move the bridge away from the airport. The engineering for the bridge would have to be completely redone and very little of the current plans would be able to be reused. There are also current issues with receiving 404 permits from the Corps of Engineering for doing work over a body of water, which could also significantly delay replacing the bridge. More discussion was also held on the extra costs that would be needed to move the bridge to accommodate the expansion of the airport. Further information will need to be gathered before the January 1st deadline for the State Bridge Improvement Grant. Gillen, Nagel, Ehlers, Banks, Smith, Griffith, Brakke and Houchin left the meeting. 
CORRESPONDENCE:
Auditor Halverson presented information on a meeting in Oacoma Town to possibly change their Zoning Ordinance, a public hearing being held by the Water Management Board to consider the adoption and amendment of proposed rules, and information on Project Boundary Fence that identifies network vulnerabilities. Halverson will contact DSU to participate in Project Boundary Fence.
