ADMINISTRATIVE LEAVE:

Upon the announcement from Governor Noem regarding what days she will be giving state employees administrative leave for Christmas, motion by Kraus, second by Huffman, to give County Employees Friday, December 23, 2022, administrative leave. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Nagel gave an update on road matters. Nagel received one quote to pour a concrete pad at the highway shop for the new fuel tanks. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve the quote from B2 Construction for concrete. All voting aye. Nagel will continue to gather quotes on electricity for the project. Nagel discussed an area on County Rd 19 (south of Kennebec) that experiences drainage issues. He feels a concrete culvert may be a good solution and will look into pricing and timing options. Other items discussed include the Big Iron sale that is ending on November 23rd, culvert markers, and clay binding on roads. Nagel and Houchin left the meeting.

AIRPORT BRIDGE:

Present: Angela Ehlers, Carl Brakke, Walt Nagel, Kalli Houchin. Deputy Auditor Houchin took notes during the discussion of the bridge location by the Presho City Airport. Brakke and Ehlers discussed their standpoint on potentially moving the bridge and road to accommodate for the potential expansion of the airport. Helms Engineering will be on site next week and will hopefully have a solid dollar amount on what it would cost to build the new road. The County is concerned with time, funding, and making sure that Dakota Mill & Grain is easily accessible. The board asked if there would be any potential in moving the airport, but at this time Presho City does not see this as a feasible option. The County’s engineer from Brosz Engineering believes that the county should start the application process to apply for the Bridge Improvement Grant (BIG) Program and Ehlers and Brakke are asking The County too look more into moving the bridge before making the application. Ehlers and Brakke left the meeting. After further discussion, motion by Schelske, second by Kraus, to start the application process for the BIG program with the understanding that the application may not be submitted. All voting aye. The board will decide at the December 13 meeting on whether or not to submit the application for the BIG Program when they have more information.
