Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to approve the following November reports. All voting aye.

PLAT:

Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve Plat of Lot 4, Railroad Addition, a subdivision of the NE1/4SE1/4 of Section 3, Township 105 North, Range 79 West of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota. All voting aye.

COURTHOUSE BUILDING PROJECT:
With the need to re-bid the courthouse electrical and MEP project, motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to approve Amendment No. 1 to Task Order No. 1 with Bartlett & West, Inc. for rebidding services performed hourly not to exceed an upper limit of $10,500. All voting aye.

COMMISSIONER RESIGNATION:

Per the settlement agreement signed December 5, 2022, motion by Schelske, second by Reuer, to accept the resignation of Commissioner Brian Kraus, effective January 1, 2023. All voting aye.
EMPLOYEE SALARIES:
Discussions were held on current employee salaries, inflation, and raises for 2023. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve $3000 raises for all full-time employees, $1500 for part-time employees, and raise starting salaries by $3000 starting January 1, 2023. All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Nagel met with the commissioners to discuss different options for a culvert two miles south of Kennebec. Options include a larger steel culvert, or switching to a concrete culvert to handle the drainage in that area. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve a concrete culvert. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed putting a bathroom in the Presho shop. Estimated cost of the project would be $15,000-$20,000. Motion by Krause, second by Reuer to approve starting work on the Presho shop to add a needed bathroom. All voting aye. Other topics discussed include the pickups ordered in 2021 that will hopefully be available soon.
PRESHO AIRPORT/BRIDGE:

Dustin Smith, Angela Ehlers, Carl Brakke, and Dave Cole were present, and Ron Gillen, Doug Wessel and Don Hammond, all of Brosz Engineering, were present by Zoom. The bridge by the Presho airport was discussed at length. More utilities would need to be moved if the road moved and garnering land may be difficult. The county may not have bid ready plans without having an up-to-date 404 permit with the Corps of Engineers and plans will also need to be re-evaluated with DOT. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to submit a BIG application with a 70/30 pay split for the bridge in its current location and to apply for two 404 permits: one for the bridge and one for a potential temporary crossing. All voting aye. Smith, Ehlers, Brakke, Cole, Gillen, Wessel, Hammond and Nagel left the meeting. 
CONTINGENCY TRANSFER:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to approve a contingency transfer of $56,740.55 to Courthouse Special Litigation and modify the October 10, 2022, contingency transfer motion to be transferred to Courthouse Special Litigation instead of Commissioners Supplies. All voting aye.
ADJOURNMENT:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to adjourn until December 27, 2022 at 9:00 a.m. All voting aye.
