COUNTY HOLIDAYS:

Governor Noem signed a bill this legislative session that adds Juneteenth (June 19th) to the list of holidays in SDCL 1-5-1. Discussion followed with other days commissioners generally approve as administrative holidays. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske, to approve adding Good Friday, Juneteenth, and the Friday after Thanksgiving to section 505 Holidays in the County Employee Policy Handbook. All voting aye.
BUILDING STUDY:

Projects from the building study were reviewed along with possible money sources. Auditor Halverson will seek quotes from Bartlett & West for the engineering of three projects from the list before the board makes a final decision on what to proceed on.
PLANNING DISTRICT III UPDATE:

Greg Henderson from Planning and Development District III met with the board to present the 2021 Performance Report. He went over services available to the county, work done for the county over the years, and thanked the county for their continued membership. Henderson left the meeting.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented the following fuel quote for April-June, 2022: 1) Agtegra Cooperative – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $3.89, Gasoline – $3.895. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to accept the quote from Agtegra Cooperative for All Shops. All voting aye. Weed Supt. Walt Nagel then met with the Commission for the purpose of a Weed Meeting. Motion by Schelske, second by Huffman to recognize and designate puncture vine, bull thistle, musk & plumeless thistle as local noxious weeds to focus on. All voting aye. The board reconvened as the County Commissioners. Nagel discussed current projects including that gravel crushing has started at the DeJong Pit, culverts that need to be replaced or lined, it is still too dry to blade effectively, and more shoulders will need to by pulled this year. Nagel left the meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE:
DANR approved a concentrated animal feeding renewal permit for an operation with some land in Lyman County. Auditor Halverson also gave the commissioners some information regarding taxes and equalization ahead of the April 12th meeting.
