Insufficient funds were appropriated in the 2022 Reliance Fire Department Budget, therefore the additional amount of $2,276.36 will be taken from the Reliance Fire Departments accumulated cash balance. No funds were appropriated in the 2022 Restricted Law Enforcement Fund Budget, therefore the amount of 35,105.91 will be taken from the Restricted Law Enforcement Fund cash balance. HWY/WEED DEPT:

States Attorney Steve Smith and Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel were present to discuss the possibility of taking certain bridges off of the county plan and selling them to personal land owners. Depending on the location of the bridge in question, some roads may need to be moved to secondary roads instead of primary roads. Nagel also discussed posting some roads as minimum maintenance or no maintenance and the board will have to have create definitions for each designation. Road right-of-way easements were also discussed and board consensus is to have the highway department look more into this topic and start with roads along the White River and Medicine Creek. Smith left the meeting. Commissioner Reis gave an update on the possibility of relaying asphalt on County Road 2 coming out of Oacoma. The state will have a patch bid this year, but if the county waits until 2024 or 2025, when the state plans to repave Highway 16 through Oacoma, the cost will be much less. Consensus is to wait until the states larger project takes place. Motion by Reuer, second by Kraus to schedule the annual bid letting for April 12, 2022 at 10:00 a.m. All voting aye. The bids must be received in the Auditor’s Office by Friday, April 8, 2022, at 9:00 a.m. The Highway Supt. and Auditor will open the bids Monday, April 11, 2022, at 9:00 a.m., and the bids will be presented to the Commissioner’s Tuesday, April 12, 2022, at 10:00 a.m. Also discussed were repairs on trucks and mowers and culverts that may be clogged. Nagel left the meeting.
FOREST SERVICE UPDATE:
Dan Svingen, District Ranger, Eric Danko, Engine Captain, Ryan Cumbow, Zone Fire Management Officer, and Tim Iron Thunder, Senior Firefighter, met with the commissioners to give updates on current projects on the Fort Pierre National Grassland. Approximately 60,000 acres are in Lyman County. Most projects from the 2018 Stony Butte Project have been completed. The Prairie Restoration Research Project was signed in 2021 to authorize experiments to reduce the exotic vegetation and increase native vegetation. One prescribed burn is being planned in Lyman County in 2022 contingent on weather. Svingen, Danko, Cumbow, and Iron Thunder left the meeting.
BUILDING STUDY UPDATES:

Auditor Halverson presented information on the building study. A final draft report was presented and the Building Committee will plan a meeting with Bartlett & West next week to discuss the projects found in the study and look into next best steps and finalize the study.
