Motion by Huffman, seconded by Kraus to accept all bids for #’s 1-5 and #8, and accept Ground Effects bid for #7. All voting aye. 
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Reuer, second by Kraus to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. Board members present signed member oaths. DOE Stacie Gran, Deputy DOE Bridget Kramme, and Jeff Keckeisen were present.
DOE Gran advised the Board of three (3) elderly & disabled assessment freezes, renewed six (6) and received two (2) new applicants for the disabled veteran property tax exemption, zero (0) applicants for renewable resource energy credits, and thirteen (18) properties are receiving the discretionary formula. Gran also found five (5) properties that need a change in Owner-Occupied status, one incorrect abstract code, and she made one stipulation with a residence in Kennebec. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve the changes to the abstract. All voting aye. DOE Gran received four (4) Objections to Real Property Assessment. The following appeals were discussed: Appeal #1) Jeff & Arla Keckeisen, Lot 2 of Whithlow Addition and Wilderness Cove Dr in the W2 of 4-104-71. Keckeisen is appealing the assessment of $70,580 and asking it to be reduced to $41,000 due to the assessment of surrounding properties. DOE Gran stated that recent sales within the newly developed area caused the sharp increase in the assessment. Discussion was held on how different classes of properties are appraised, including the difference between inside and outside incorporated limits. More information will be gathered before a decision is made. Appeal #2) Sharlene Priebe, Lot 14 of Oacoma Heights, 1st Subdivision, Town of Oacoma. The Local Board of Equalization (Oacoma Town) adjusted Priebe’s property from $26,153 to $12,960 due to low lying area on the property compared to other parcels in the area. Preibes feel their assessment should be $5,000.  A decision will be made at the next regular meeting, April 26, 2022. Chairman Reis adjourned as Board of Equalization and reconvened as Board of County Commissioners. DOE Gran, Kramme and Kekeisen left the meeting. 

HWY DEPT CONT.:
Further discussion was held regarding the quote for the double-walled fuel tanks from TrueNorth Steel. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to purchase one 1,000-gallon tank and one 3,000-gallon tank from TrueNorth Steel. All voting aye. The Highway Department is currently working on blading roads and removing tree stumps from the right-of-way.
