CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve the following report. All voting aye.
CLERK OF COURTS (March): $27,348.45 less $4,534.30 forwarded to Lyman School District, $65.70 to Chamberlain School District and $26.84 to Winner School District for fine money. 
BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to approve a building permit for Logan Anderson to build a house at 30449 241st St., Presho. All voting aye.

4-H INTERN:

Auditor Halverson informed the board the 4-H Supervisor Laura Alexander was having a hard time finding a summer intern and was thinking about having high school 4-H kids work during the summer to fill the needed position. The board has no issue with kids 16+ working in the 4-H office as needed. 
BUILDING PROJECTS:

Auditor Halverson presented a list of design costs from Bartlett & West for projects that were identified in the recently completed building study. The commissioners then walked around the outside of the courthouse to look at cement issues. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve moving forward with Task 1: Courthouse MEP Upgrades to have Bartlett & West begin drawing plans for bid letting. All voting aye. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to hire Edge Concrete to redo cement around the courthouse north entryway, east side of building, slab behind courthouse, and any needed cement at the highway shop with a total cost not to exceed $50,000. All voting aye.   
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. DOE Stacie Gran and Deputy Bridget Kramme present. Commissioner Schelske signed his oath.
Unresolved Appeal #1) Jeff & Arla Keckeisen, Lot 2 of Whitlow Addition and Wilderness Cove Dr in the W2 of 4-104-71. After a discussion on sale prices of the Wilderness Cove Development and the counties need to stay within 85% of fair market value per state law, motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to deny the appeal and leave the valuation at $70,580 as stated. All voting aye. Unresolved Appeal #2) Sharlene Priebe, Lot 14 of Oacoma Heights, 1st Subdivision, Town of Oacoma. Two commissioners went to review the property in question and agree with the Town of Oacoma’s assessment that the lot is low compared to others around it. DOE Gran agrees with the change in assessment the Town approved. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve reducing Lot 14 to $12,960 based on Gran’s recommendation. All voting aye. Gran had received 2 other appeals that she was able to stipulate an agreement with outside of the meetings. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve lowering Mcknelly Properties LLC, Lot 6 of Whitlow Addition and Wilderness Cove Dr in the W2 of 4-104-71, to $73,982 and lowering Donald D. and Michelle B. Luther, Lot 6 of Whitlow Addition and Wilderness Cove Dr in the W2 of 4-104-71, to $88,267 based on the stipulations signed by Gran and the property owner. All voting aye. There being no further equalization, Chairman Reis adjourned as Board of Equalization and reconvened as Board of County Commissioners. DOE Gran, and Kramme left the meeting. 

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed roads in the Iona area. He also brought up the new an opportunity to crush gravel in the Hieb Pit located south of Lyman. The board sees a benefit to have gravel stockpiles available in multiple parts of the county. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve advertising for crushing 30,000 tons of gravel in the Hieb Pitt. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Chairman Reis advised the board that the Lincoln Day Dinner will be held at Cedar Shore on May 26th and tickets are available from Rebecca Reimer. Auditor Halverson informed the board of the next Randall Reservoir meeting that will be held on May 9th in Geddes and that the Alternative Transportation Grant is now available through SD DOT.
