JUNE MEETING DATES:

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Nagel stated the gravel crushing at the DeJong Pit is complete. Dave Hieb is still contemplating if he wants the county to crush gravel in his pit. Nagel discussed two large culverts that need to be replaced with an estimated cost of $100,000 for both. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to replace a 144” by 90’ culvert on County Road 25 and a 48” by 115’ culvert on County Road 22. All voting aye. Dust control was discussed. Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve laying mag water on County Road 14 for 2.5 miles by Dakota Mill and Grain before wheat harvest using TIF funds. All voting aye. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to approve laying mag water on ¾ mile of County Road 2 out of Oacoma, 1 mile on the Truck Bypass west of Presho, and ½ mile north of Presho from the bridge to the town dump. All voting aye. Other items discussed included a culvert on the Rex township line, BIA Rd 10, the need for a new agreement with Lower Brule regarding road maintenance, and section lines by Brakke and Fate Dams that SD GFP wants to pay the county to add gravel to. Nagel left the meeting.
