TREASURERS OFFICE:

SHERIFF’S OFFICE VEHICLES:

Auditor Halverson informed the board that one of the Sheriff’s Deputies vehicles was in the storm going through Hartford on May 12th. Insurance will cover damages and vehicle is in the repair shop now. Another car is up for replacement. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve the purchase of a new patrol vehicle at the Sheriff’s discretion up to $50,000. All voting aye.
BID OPENING:

No bids were received for crushing gravel in the Hieb Pit and at this time we will not be doing any crushing in that pit.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed a request for a section line to be built up. Property owner has access to property and the section line requested is in a rough area. The road will not be built up at this time. Other items discussed included culverts that have been replaced, culverts that need to be replaced, shoulders that are being pulled, and the current progress of the small structure inventory at the state level. Nagel left the meeting.

COUNTY ROAD 14:

Motion by Schelske, second by Huffman to pay $8,354.00 for additional material testing. All voting aye.
