County Nurse Mary Jo Garnos met with the commissioners to discuss her resignation. Garnos turned in her resignation to the State on June 9th and her last day will be June 29th. The commissioners thanked her for her dedicated service to the County. The State is advertising for a replacement. Garnos left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel was present. The following fuel quote was received for July-September, 2022: 1) Burke Oil Co. – Bid for All Shops: #2 Diesel – $5.07, Gasoline – $5.09. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to accept the quote from Burke Oil Co. for All Shops. All voting aye. The board will go to monthly quotes starting in September while prices are volatile. Ryan Wermager was present to request a new road on a section line. After discussion, the board consensus is that it wouldn’t be in the County’s best interest to build a road that services one resident but would work with the landowner on building an approach if needed. Wermager left the meeting. Nagel discussed current equipment rental rates, which will be further discussed at the next meeting when the board has more information. Motion by Kraus, second by Huffman to approve a Private Road Maintenance Agreement with Danae Vavra. All voting aye. Nagel also discussed culverts and roads on the reservation. Nagel left the meeting.  

BUDGET SUPPLEMENTS:

All voting aye. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve advertising a budget supplement for Road and Bridge for $300,000 from the General Fund Assigned for Road and Bridge Gravel Crushing. All voting aye. Houchin left the meeting.
