CLERK OF COURTS REPORTS:

Motion by Schelske, second by Huffman to approve the July following report. All voting aye.
CLERK OF COURTS: $7,635.45 less $5,678.12 forwarded to Lyman School District, $82.27 to Chamberlain School District and $33.61 to Winner School District for fine money.

BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to approve the following two building permits. All voting aye. 

1) Brian Kraus to put up a 38’ gran bin in the SE1/4 of 5-105-72.
2) Stanley Grain Inc to erect a 42’ by 104’ Morton building at SE1/4SE1/4 of 4-105-77.

A third building permit was requested to build a cell tower with a variance to the paint requirements of the tower per the counties 2010 Tower Ordinance. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to deny the variance and approve the building permit for Performance Development Group III, LLC to erect a 330’ Guyed Tower in 23-105-75 provided they follow the counties Tower Ordinance that is in place. All voting aye. 
HUNTING PRESERVE RENEWAL:

Motion by Huffman, second by Schelske to renew Snake Den Lodge LLC Hunting Preserve Alcoholic Beverage License for 2022-2023. All voting aye.
ARPA FUNDS:
Motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to allow Deb Halverson, Lyman County Auditor, to elect the final rule allowing counties up to $10 million of the ARPA Recovery Funds as “loss revenue” for the provision of the general government services without needing to use the Treasury revenue loss formula and elect to reimburse salaries and county paid benefits from the General Fund starting in 2022 and beyond as an expense of the American Rescue Plan in the amount of $735,583.55. All voting aye. Payments will be reimbursed quarterly until all funds are expended.
SECOND READING OF AMENDED COMMISSIONER DISTRICT ORDINANCE:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer and passed by unanimous vote that Ordinance 2022-01 Amendment 01, An Ordinance to Create Boundaries for Commissioner Districts be given its second reading. After Ordinance was fully and distinctly read, motion by Huffman, second by Schelske that said Ordinance be passed and adopted.  All voting aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
9:05 a.m. Motion by Reuer, second by Schelske to enter into executive session per SDCL 1-25-2 (3) to discuss legal matters. All voting aye. Houchin left the meeting.
9:15 a.m. Chairman Reis declared the board out of executive session. Frankenstein left the meeting.
Deputy Auditor Houchin, Highway Supt. Walt Nagel and Wade Iszler from RDO were present.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Iszler presented information on the purchase of two 2023 motor graders with the expectation that both will arrive in the middle of 2023 but one could have a financing option to not be paid for until 2024. This would allow the county to purchase equipment before an expected price increase takes place later this fall. The commissioner will discuss this at the next meeting with a full board present. Iszler left the meeting. Nagel discussed a contract with SD GF&P regarding graveling areas by Fate and Brakke Dams. The board would like more information on the cost of materials and where they are coming from before signing. Also discussed was adding speed limit signs by the residences of Austin Bowar and Adam Schindler, culverts, and current road projects. The Rural Access Infrastructure program was also discussed and Nagel will begin applications for the secondary roads. Nagel left the meeting.

Ongoing budget discussions continued. The provisional budget will be published and the budget hearing has been set for September 6th at 9:15 a.m.
