Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that such Provisional Budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE  APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR LYMAN COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2023, and ending December 31, 2023, and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County, South Dakota, this 27th day of September, 2022. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Lyman County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Lyman County for the year January 1, 2023, through December 31, 2023.

DOE LICENSE AGREEMENTS:

Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve License Agreements for DOE data with Black Knight Inforserve, LLC and Zillow, Inc. All voting aye.

COURTHOUSE MEP/ELECTRICAL PROJECT:

Motion by Reuer, second by Kraus to call for bids for the courthouse improvement project that includes complete electrical upgrades and HVAC replacements. All voting aye. Sealed bids will be opened on October 25, 2022, at 9:15 am. Specs and information can be obtained by contacting the Auditors Office.

ROAD BUILDING POLICY:

Motion by Schelske, second by Kraus to approve the following policy. All voting aye. It will be the policy of the Lyman County Commissioners to follow SDCL 31-3-6 and SDCL 31-3-7 when any request is received for a road to be located, changed, or vacated. This policy will supersede all other road building policies previously in place.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel presented the following fuel quote for October-December: Burke Oil Co for all shops: #1 Diesel - $3.87, #2 Diesel - $3.38, Gas - $3.85. The following quotes for propane were received: Burke Oil Co for $1.875/gallon; Agtegra for $1.89/gallon. Motion by Schelske, second by Huffman to approve Burke Oil for fuel all shops and for propane. All voting aye. Nagel had information on four county bridges that are being looked at to vacate and possibly sell to the adjacent landowners. States Attorney Steve Smith will draw up a petition to start the vacation process. Nagel also had information regarding a highway trailer that was hit and damaged, information for the 5-year plan updates, and progress updates on mowing county roads.  
CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented information on the Stanley County 5-Year Plan meeting to be held on October 4, 2022, and the county flu clinic for employees that will be held October 11, 2022. 
BRIDGE INSPECTION:

Steve Myer, IMEG, presented the biennial bridge inspection report. Eight of the counties 44 bridges are listed in Poor condition. Of those, 3 are slated for possible vacation, one already has preliminary engineering complete and another was awarded a grant for preliminary engineering this year. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer, to authorize Chairman Reis to sign the State of SD Department of Transportation Bridge Improvement Grant Agreement for Preliminary Engineering – State Administration. All voting aye. Motion by Huffman, second by Kraus to lower load limits on bridge 43-241-200 (bridge by Nelson Brakke’s) to 7T Single/ 12T Combination. All voting aye. The bridge immediately east of Presho has also deteriorated quickly and was discussed at length and also as part of the airport discussion that follows.
PRESHO AIRPORT:
Dustin Smith, Mike Schmit with Helms & Associates, Angela Ehlers, Carl Brakke, Zac Metz, and Dave Cole were present to discuss future plans of the Presho Airport. The city is pursuing an airport plan to look into the possibility of paving and expanding the current airport. Schmit discussed federal funding opportunities that are now available to the airport along with potential opportunities for the county as a whole should the expansion happen. One concern is the location of bridge just to the west of the airport. The city is requesting the county consider moving the bridge to better accommodate the airport plan. The bridge is currently a bid ready project and would need to be completely re-engineered if moved. Many questions came up as to the feasibility and funding options for redoing plans and moving the road and bridge location. More information will be sought from the SD DOT and other sources before any decision is made. Metz, Brakke, Ehlers, Smith, Schmit, Cole, Nagel, Myer, Gabriel, and Houchin left the meeting.
