RESOLUTION 2022-03

(Replaces Resolution 6-89)

Resolution to Update Discretionary Tax Formula in Lyman County

WHEREAS, the County of Lyman, State of South Dakota has deemed it in the best interest of the County to adopt a Resolution implementing a Discretionary Formula for the reduced taxation of new structures and additions and partially constructed structures pursuant to SDCL 10-6-137;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by Lyman County Commissioners that the following properties shall by eligible for reduced taxation:

Any structure classified pursuant to SDCL 10-6-137 (4): Any new commercial structure, or any addition to an existing structure, except a commercial residential structure, if the new structure or addition has a full and true value of thirty thousand dollars or more; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, by the Lyman County Board of Commissioners that the discretionary taxation formula will be as follows: 25% taxable for year one, 50% taxable for year two, 75% taxable for year three, and 100% taxable for year four and beyond.

9:15 a.m. Motion by Kraus, second by Reuer to approve the 2023 Provisional Budget as published. All voting aye. Adoption of 2023 Annual Budget will be September 27, 2022 at 9:00 a.m.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel and Wade Isler from RDO Equipment were present. Isler presented quotes on two 2023 John Deere motor graders. Prices are expected to rise steeply with inflation being high. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske, to purchase two 2023 John Deere motor graders with delivery expected around June, 2023, for a total price of $558,748.18 after trade-ins of two CAT motor graders. All voting aye. Isler left the meeting. Nagel then discussed the agreement with SD GF&P to gravel two sections of roads by Fate and Brakke Dams. SD GF&P will be purchasing gravel from Ben Oldenkamp and the county will be laying the gravel. Motion by Reuer, second by Huffman to authorize Hwy. Supt. Nagel to sign the agreement with SD GF&P. All voting aye. Commissioner Schelske left the meeting to attend another meeting. Nagel then discussed a bridge grant received for preliminary engineering. The grant will be discussed at the next meeting with IMEG during the biennial bridge inspection report. Projects that qualify for the Rural Access Infrastructure program were discussed, but will be held off until 2023 when budget money is available for the projects. Commissioner Schelske was present. Fuel quotes were discussed with no change at this time. Motion by Kraus, second by Schelske to approve a Private Drive Maintenance Agreement with Lela Riggs-Knudson. All voting aye. Nagel left the meeting.
LEGISLATIVE AUDIT:

Toby Qualm, SD Legislative Audit, introduced himself and explained to the board that he is currently conducting the 2020-2021 biennial financial audit. He discussed objectives and responsibilities and welcomed any questions. Qualm left the meeting.
